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Why Recycle? - It's the Law!

German environmental laws and Army Regulation
200-1 (Separate or Recycle Trash Program, S.O.R.T.)
require separation and special disposal of recyclable
materials and hazardous waste.

Recycling Protects Public Health and Environment!
Recycling reduces the volume of solid waste that
would normally be disposed at a landfill. Using
recyclable and recycled products saves energy
and reduces air and water pollution. Since space
at Germany’s landfills is limited, trash dispo-
sal costs are very high and increase every year.
By recycling, we can save 75% compared to the
regular trash — that means valuable money (your
tax-$'s) that can be used otherwise to improve the
quality of life in our community.

What must be recycled?

-Paper and cardboard, metal, plastic, glass
-Household hazardous waste

-Bulk refuse wood

-Rims and tires, electronic waste
-Styrofoam, large amounts

How to get started recycling at home?

You will be more likely to recycle if you pick a method
which is easy for you to follow.

For example, pre-sorting at home and office: You
will need a container for each category of recyclab-
les (glass, metal, plastic, paper) and non-recyclables
(normal trash).

What kind of container is best for recycling?
Paperbags are good, as well as AAFES plastic bags.
Cardboard boxes work well because they are sturdy.
Milk and beverage crates are good for people with
limited space because they are stackable.
