SUBJECT:  Dress Code

PROPONENT:  Adjutant (469-7713/8651)
DISTRIBUTION:  A, B & C

PURPOSE:  Establish dress standards for the 279th Base Support Battalion (Bamberg).

SCOPE:  Applies to all soldiers, employees, family members and civilians of the Bamberg German/American Military Community.

REFERENCES:  AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia, and 98th Area Support Group (ASG) Policy Number 14

POLICY:

1.  Clean, neat, properly repaired civilian clothing or a complete uniform may be worn.  The wearing of a combination of civilian clothing and military clothes is prohibited.  (Note: The black raincoat, windbreaker or overcoat without insignia may be worn with civilian clothes).

2.  BDUs are authorized for on-duty activities regardless of location or time of day.  During the duty day,  BDUs are authorized for all activities on-post and for essential activities (e.g., lunch, fuel, food shopping) off-post.  After 1800, BDUs may be worn outside US facilities only between residence and place of duty and for essential stops en route (e.g., laundry, gas station, post office).  BDUs may not be worn after 1800 for off-post stops at restaurants or other recreational facilities (e.g., bars, discos, nightclubs).  Field/combat clothing will not be worn in off-post establishments unless specifically authorized by the unit commander.  BDUs are authorized in on-post recreational facilities after 1800.

3.  Dress Code for Post Facilities: Per 98th ASG Policy Number 14, dated 14 Jul 99.

4. These standards are to be applied with common sense, consideration for the circumstances and appreciation for the fact that all members of the Bamberg German/American Military Community serve as ambassadors for the United States.

5.  Personnel who violate this policy may be subject to punishment under the UCMJ or may receive adverse administrative actions.
