SUBJECT:  School Lunch Program

PROPONENT:  CAFAP Officer (469-7777)
DISTRIBUTION:  A, B & C

PURPOSE: Establish the administration of the USDA, USAREUR Pamphlet 352-10, and DoDDS School Lunch Program. 

REFERENCES: National School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1750(b)(1) and 43 U.S.C. 1766(c)(4). Federal Register Vol. 59, No 38, Income Eligibility Guidelines for Reduced or Free Lunch Coupons.

POLICY: 

1.  Lunch coupons are available to all eligible family members attending either the Bamberg American High School or the Bamberg American Elementary School.  Eligibility for free and reduced lunches are adjudicated and authorized by the 279th BSB Consumer Affairs and Financial Assistance Program (CAFAP) Officer. 

2.  Utilization of Lunch Coupons:


a. School lunches are purchased with lunch coupons only; cash will not be accepted.


b. In addition to full-price coupons, AAFES will issue free and reduced coupons in accordance with a Master List of eligible family members generated by the 279th BSB CAFAP Officer.  This authorization list must be authenticated by the CAFAP Officer with name, date, and signature.


c. Coupons are only valid for use by the student for whom the coupon is intended and issued. It is illegal to trade, sell, or give away coupons.  It is the parents’ responsibility to insure that their child has their lunch coupon available for daily lunch.


d. Should a child lose a lunch coupon, or should a parent experience difficulty in obtaining coupons (PX closed, no ready cash, etc.), lunch may be charged.  A maximum of three (3) lunch “charges” per student is authorized at any one time.  Only after the three charges have been paid in full will further charges be allowed.  The provision to allow lunch charges is a courtesy, not a right.  The practice of charging lunches is discouraged, and abuse of this privilege will not be tolerated.
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e.  If for any reason a student has reached the limit of three charges and has neither payment or a coupon, AAFES cafeteria personnel will serve the student a peanut butter sandwich, a piece of fruit, and milk for lunch that day, and everyday thereafter until charges are paid.

3. Newly-Registered Students: Where parents have not been able to purchase lunch coupons by the start of school attendance, a cash purchase coupon will be issued at the time of registration. This coupon will entitle the student to purchase lunch with cash for a period not to exceed five (5) school days. After that time, procedures in para 2 a-e will apply.

4. Personnel who violate or abuse the School Lunch Program are subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice and/or adverse administrative action.

5.  “Maximum Support!  It Shall Be Done.”
