SUBJECT:  Use of Berliner Ring Bridge by Tracked Vehicles

PROPONENT:  DPW (469-1530)


DISTRIBUTION:  A, B & C

PURPOSE:  Provide guidance on crossing the Berliner Ring Bridge via tracked vehicles.

SCOPE:  Applies to all military vehicle operators in the Bamberg German/American Military Community.

REFERENCE:  Standardization Agreement No 2021

POLICY:

1.  Two-way crossings are permitted only when the combined weight of the two passing vehicles does not exceed 100 tons.  e.g. Acceptable:  A CEV (60 tons) is passing a HEMMT (10 tons) = 70 tons.  Unacceptable:  An AVLB (65 tons) is passing an M88A1 (60 tons) = 125 tons.  Must cross one at a time when in opposite directions.

2.  Towed vehicle combinations of CEVs, AVLB, and M88A1 are allowed, as they will not exceed the point-load of 100 tons.  Vehicles less than MLC 50 may continue to use the bridge in both directions simultaneously.
