SUBJECT:  Nonoperational/Impound Procedures


PROPONENT:

DISTRIBUTION: A, B & C

PURPOSE:  Establish procedures for non-operational and impounded vehicles.

SCOPE:  Applies to all vehicle owners.

REFERENCES:  AR 190-5, USAREUR Reg 190-1, and USAREUR Reg 600-1

POLICY:

1.  Personnel will not operate, park, or permit the operation or parking of a privately owned vehicle (POV) on any public highway, public area, family housing area, or military installation unless it is properly registered under the prescribing regulations.

2.  The designated area for nonoperational POVs is the Nonoperational Holding Yard located on Warner Barracks (adjacent Bldg 7119), or on property owned or rented by the POV owner.  Nonoperational parking permits are issued at Room 205 of the Provost Marshal Office.

3.  Commander and supervisor will:


a.  Take appropriate corrective action when subordinates fail to comply with USAREUR Reg 600-1 and USAREUR Reg 190-1.


b.  Ensure that subordinates' POVs are not operated when the registration has been canceled.  This includes 5 day temporary plates.


c.   Remove canceled license plates from POVs and return them to the Registrar.


d.  Ensure that first-line supervisors or platoon sergeants visually inspect subordinates' POVs at least every 6 months and that identified deficiencies are corrected, to include registration expiration dates, decals and plates.


e.  Maintain DA Form 3626 (Vehicle Registration/Driver Record) for subordinates holding valid USAREUR POV driver's licenses and registrations.


f.  Ensure that subordinates have proof of ownership and valid insurance when applying for POV registration.
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g.  Ensure they maintain proper registration and insurance on POVs and also ensure they possess a valid USAREUR POV driver's license for the class of POV registered (excluding nonoperational).


h.  Ensure they notify the Registrar when changing personal or vehicle information.


i.  Ensure they provide satisfactory evidence that the POV has been properly cleared.


j.  Ensure they properly display USAREUR POV license plates.


k.  Ensure they have their POVs inspected when it is deemed that the POVs do not meet the standards in Appendix C, USAREUR Reg 190-1.


l.  Ensure they promptly and properly dispose of unwanted POVs.

4.  Upon identifying violating vehicles, a notice is placed on the vehicle giving the owner 24 hours to take care of the situation.  The vehicle is impounded and the owner is titled and blottered.  The vehicle must then be reclaimed.

5.  The suspending authority will suspend the licensee's driving privileges for 6 months for owning, operating, or disposing of a POV in a manner not authorized by USAREUR Reg 190-1 para 2-15b(3)(e).

6.  Current procedures for disposal of unwanted POVs are:


a.  Valid registration, which may be either with license plates or nonoperational.


b.  Vehicle transported to the MWR Striping Yard at owner's expense.  Vehicle with valid license plates may be driven, all other vehicles must be towed.


c.  Pay the disposal fee and obtain disposal documents.


d.  Deregister the vehicle at Vehicle Registration Office.  This removes the owner's name from the donated vehicle.
