SUBJECT:  Installation Parking Procedures

PROPONENT:  PMO










DISTRIBUTION:  A, B & C 

PURPOSE:  Prescribe parking policy and procedures for the Bamberg German/American Military Community.

DEFINITION:  Nonoperational - Vehicle owner's license is revoked (periods exceeding 30 days) and/or the vehicle registry has canceled the POV registration.  Abandoned vehicles that have been stationary for an extended period of time or are missing license plates or other evidence of ownership, to include unsightly vehicle condition, broken exhaust, placed on blocks, or flat tires, and vehicles which are obviously mechanically inoperative.

SCOPE:  Applies to all motor vehicles, boats, and trailers on this installation in government housing areas, facilities, and/or activities within the Bamberg German/American Military Community, regardless of who owns/operates the vehicle.
REFERENCES:  AR 190-5, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision; USAREUR Reg 190-1, Registering and Operating Privately Owned Vehicles in Germany; USAREUR Reg 600-1, Regulated Activities of Members of the U.S. Forces, Civilian Component, and Family Members.
POLICY:

1.  Any vehicle described in the above scope will not park or stop, whether occupied or not, in areas described below:


a.  Parking in a reserved (sign assigned by the Provost Marshal's Office) parking space intended for someone else.


b.  Parking non-operational vehicles in any area not specifically designated as a non-operational parking area.  The vehicle will be tagged as abandoned and towed to the non-operational lot.  Non-operational vehicles that are parked in front of the non-operational yard without prior coordination with the traffic office will be ticketed and tagged as abandoned.

c.  In front of public or private driveways.

d.  Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant, crosswalk or intersection.

e.  When parked and unnecessarily occupying more than one parking space (double-parked).

f.  Any place where official signs prohibit parking.

g.  In a manner that blocks other legally parked vehicles from exiting parking spaces.

h.  On a crosswalk, railroad tracks, or seeded area.
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i.  On streets where excavation or construction is in progress and parking would obstruct traffic.


j.  On any street in such a manner which will not allow for free movement of vehicle traffic.


k.  Handicapped parking space without a corresponding sign issued by the Provost Marshal's Office.



l.  No vehicle, other than a bus/taxicab, shall stop, stand, or park at a bus stop or taxicab stand when any such stop is officially designated.  However, for purposes of loading or unloading, it is permitted unless it interferes with any bus or taxicab about to enter/exit such a zone.



m.  When temporary signs are erected by the Military Police or Directorate of Public Works giving notice of special events, prohibited parking areas, etc., no vehicle shall park there at any time.

2.  Emergency vehicles:


a.  The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle (MP, ambulance, facility engineer), when responding to an emergency call, may stand or park irrespective of the above provisions.


b.  These provisions do not relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle from the ability to stand or park in a responsible manner, with due regard for the safety of all persons.  These provisions likewise will not protect the driver of an emergency vehicle from the consequences of reckless disregard for the safety of others.

3.  Reserved parking spaces:


a.  All reserved parking spaces will be designated by a sign and will be approved by the community commander.


b.  The reserved spaces will be designated for:



(1)  General Officers



(2)  Volunteer of the Quarter



(3)  Brigade/Battalion Commanders



(4)  Brigade/Battalion Executive Officers



(5)  Command Sergeants Major
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(6)  S-3s



(7)  Directorate Heads



(8)  Additional parking spaces approved by the BSB and the Provost Marshal's Office

4.  Reserved Parking Spaces in Housing:


a.  These parking spaces will not be enforced by the Military Police.  It is the responsibility of the area/building coordinator to designate one space per resident in a uniform manner.  It is also the area/building coordinator's responsibility to enforce these reserved parking spaces.  


b.  Sufficient parking is available for one vehicle per family.  Each building resident will park in their designated parking space.  Additional vehicles will be parked in areas outside the parking area or as directed by the building coordinator.  Vehicles will not be parked next to housing buildings.  Vehicles idling next to the resident buildings are prohibited.


c.  Parking areas are to be used only for parking and making minor repairs.  Draining of oil, anti-freeze, brake fluid, etc. onto streets, parking areas, lawns, or drains is prohibited.


d.  Vehicles such as boats, trailers, etc. will not be parked in designated vehicle parking spaces around or near government quarters.  They are required to be parked in private garages or other designated storage areas.

5.  Individuals who show a wanton disregard for parking regulations will be subject to the loss of driving privileges on Warner Barracks, and Muna Kaserne.
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
