SUBJECT:  Parking in Government-Controlled Housing

PROPONENT:  PMO (469-8817)


DISTRIBUTION:  A, B, & C

PURPOSE:  Establish policy for parking at government-controlled housing in the Bamberg German/American Military Community.
SCOPE:  Applies to all military personnel, family members, guests, and local nationals who reside in or visit government-controlled housing areas.
POLICY:
1.  Effective immediately, it is the responsibility of Building Coordinators to assign one parking space per family in family housing and one space per soldier residing in BOQ/BEQs.  Parking spaces will be assigned in such a manner as to equalize the distance between apartments and parking spaces for all involved.
2.  That is, those assigned to apartments on the uppermost floors of a dwelling will be assigned parking closest to the appropriate door.  Parking assigned to those residing on the ground floor will be furthest away from the appropriate door.  Doing this equalizes, to the maximum extent possible, distances from parking for all involved.
3.  Once designated and assigned, Building Coordinators will ensure that spaces are marked with the appropriate apartment number.  Henceforth, parking at government-controlled housing in this community will be accomplished IAW this policy.
4.  All other parking spaces will be occupied on an unassigned, first come, first served basis.  Occupants of government-controlled housing are responsible for the actions of their guests and visitors.  Tenants will be held accountable for the actions of their guests and should take necessary steps to ensure their guests comply with this policy as well.
5.  Residents will not use unassigned parking spaces to permanently store boats, trailers, campers or unregistered nonoperational vehicles.
6.  Violations of this policy letter will be handled by the appropriate Building Coordinator, through the Neighborhood Coordinator (formerly Area Coordinator), to the violators chain of command.  Family members or other civilians violating the policy will be reported using the same process, and then to the Civilian Misconduct Action Authority.  Violators are also liable for assessment of points IAW UR 190-1.
