SUBJECT:   Mandatory Actions to Deter Drunk Driving 


PROPONENT:  Law Center (469-8633)

DISTRIBUTION:  A, B & C

PURPOSE:  Prescribe the mandatory actions commanders must take to deter drunk driving.

SCOPE:  Applies to all unit commanders, Drivers’ Testing and In-processing Training Center Instructors

POLICY:

1.  Commanders must submit a request for a General Officer Memorandum of Reprimand (GOMOR) to the OIC, Bamberg Law Center within three days after a soldier (E5 and above):


a.  Is convicted by military or civilian court, or receives nonjudicial punishment for drunk driving.


b.  Refuses to take or complete a lawfully requested test to measure alcohol content of the blood, breath, or urine, when there is reasonable belief of driving under the influence of alcohol.


c.  Drives or physically controls a motor vehicle with a blood alcohol content of 1.0 mg or more of alcohol per 1.0 ml of whole blood (0.10 m/100 ml).
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2.  The GOMOR file for enlisted soldiers will be forwarded through the appropriate Special Court-Martial Convening Authority to OIC, Bamberg Law Center for the Assistant Division Commander (M), or other General Officer acting as reprimand authority.  The file will include:


a.  A statement that action was taken to revoke the soldier’s driver’s license.


b.  The military police report or Blotter.


c.  Any prior letters of reprimand.


d.  Disciplinary action, if any, taken against soldier (Article 15 or Result of Trial).


e.  The commander’s personal recommendation as to filing of the GOMOR.


f.  Soldier’s acknowledgment of GOMOR and rebuttal, if any.

3.  The GOMOR is mandatory in the cases cited in paragraph 1 for soldiers E5 and above.  The only issue is whether the GOMOR will be filed in the OMPF, a local personnel file, or not filed.  Commanders must explain why the letter should be filed as recommended; considering the soldier’s rank, age, experience, past performance and conduct, along with potential for further service.

4.  Because the GOMOR is mandatory for soldiers with a blood alcohol content of 1.0 mg or more of alcohol per 1.0 ml of whole blood (0.10 g/100ml), commanders will not wait for nonjudicial/judicial action before initiating the request for a GOMOR in such cases.

5.  The Drivers’ Testing and Inprocessing Training Center instructors will continue to emphasize the potential consequences of drunk driving.

6.  Drunk driving will not be tolerated in this community.  Each commander will continually remind soldiers of the serious consequences of drunk driving.  Such consequences not only affect the soldier personally, but also affect the soldier’s family, career, and other innocent people.

7.   This policy letter supersedes all previous policy letters subject as above.
