SUBJECT:  Urinalysis Testing


PROPONENT:  ADAPCP

DISTRIBUTION:  A, B, & C

PURPOSE:.  Prescribe policy for Unit Urinalysis Inspection (UUI) of company-size units, Command Directed Urinalysis (CDU), and Rehabilitation Testing (Code R).

SCOPE:  Applies to all soldiers

DEFINITIONS:  

a.  Urinalysis:  Laboratory analysis of urine to determine the presence of illegal drugs.

b.  Illegal drug use:  The manufacture, distribution, possession, and or use of controlled substances.

c.  Drug abuse:  The illegal, wrongful, or improper use of any narcotic substance or its derivative, cannabis or its derivative, other controlled substances or dangerous drugs.  This includes the improper use of drugs prescribed by a physician.

POLICY:  

1.  Unit urinalysis testing is an effective tool that enables commanders to identify illegal drug users for rehabilitation or elimination, as appropriate.  It is a resource, which must be frequently used to ensure the readiness of soldiers and units.  Commanders, leaders, and individual soldiers must be committed to a living and working environment that is free of drug abuse.  Such an environment cannot exist without urinalysis testing to monitor illegal drug use.

2.  The primary use for urinalysis allocations is for UUI or partial UUI for small elements.  Subject to available urinalysis resources, training and operational commitments, commanders will ensure that their soldiers are tested under UUI two times a year.  A key element to the success of unit urinalysis testing involves the use of unpredictable, partial unit testing.  A random selection process utilizing various time sequences (i.e., weekends, evenings, and early mornings) will increase the reliability of the program as well as provide for an optimal evaluation of unit readiness.  Soldiers who are on TDY or leave status and as a result miss a scheduled unit urinalysis must be tested within 48 hours after their return to duty.  The commander will determine the frequency and interval of testing as long as the execution remains in compliance with the CINCUSAREUR’s requirement for soldiers to be tested two times a year.  Commanders may, at their discretion exceed this 200% requirement of unit population using random selection methods.
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3.  The secondary use of urinalysis allocations is for command directed urinalysis testing.  When a commander has a reasonable suspicion that a soldier is using illegal drugs, he should direct urinalysis testing of the soldier.  Questions concerning the use of the command directed urinalysis testing should be directed to the servicing trial counsel at the local SJA Office.

4.  Monitoring the rehabilitation progress of soldiers enrolled in the Community Counseling Center’s Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention Control Program (Code R) is a shared responsibility of commanders at all levels.  All soldiers enrolled in the program will be tested a minimum of once per month.  The treatment plan, i.e., frequency, interval, and type of testing above and beyond the minimum standard set by the 279th Base Support Battalion, is the direct responsibility of the Rehabilitation Team, which consists of the ADAPCP staff and the soldier’s commander.
