	SUBJECT:  Mandatory Quarters Assignment

PURPOSE:  To provide command guidance on the mandatory assignment of Government-controlled Family Housing

SCOPE: Applies to all US military families of the Bamberg Military Community.

REFERENCES:  AR 210-50, Installations Housing Management, 26 Feb 99;  USAREUR Supplement 1 to AR 210-50, Installations Housing Management, 15 Oct 01, updated 16 May 02.

POLICY:

1.  The intent of this policy is to promote maximum occupancy of Government-controlled family housing.

2.  The following conditions apply:

     a.  US military personnel of all grades on a command-sponsored accompanied tour will be mandatorily assigned adequate family quarters.

     b.  Mandatory assignment will be to housing adequate for soldier's grade and bedroom requirement; deviations will be limited to family quarters of one grade category below or one above the soldier's grade, if applicable.

     c.  Soldiers will be informed of housing availability and possible mandatory assignment upon application for family housing.

     d.  Mandatory assignment will not be made if:

         (1)  soldier has less than one year's duty time remaining at the installation.

         (2)  such assignment would cause extreme hardship.

     e.  Personnel who make commitments for Private Rental Housing (PRH) after receipt of PCS orders without first reporting to the Housing Office  are still subject to mandatory family housing assignment.  Follow up action will be per this policy letter for a refusal of adequate housing.
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   f.  If a soldier refuses to accept adequate Government-controlled family housing, he or she will forfeit housing allowances as long as housing adequate for their grade and bedroom requirement is available; soldier will be advised thereof in writing.

     g.   The maximum waiting period for an offer of adequate family housing is 90 days.  Either after that time period, or upon a solid forecast that Government-controlled quarters will not become available within 90 days, DD Form 2367 (OHA entitlement) and a Statement of Non-Availability (SNA) of Government-controlled family housing will be issued to the soldier.

     h.  All soldiers will be provided a copy of this policy upon inprocessing.
