“This survey is formatted slightly differently than other sur-
veys,” says Wayne Boswell, EUCOM Quality of Life Branch 
Chief. “It has more areas for write-in answers instead of 
blocks to check; we hope to really get what people are 
thinking, in their own words, instead of statistics.”  Although 
each branch of the service usually conducts their own sur-
veys, EUCOM wants to get an overall feel of how satisfied 
personnel in Europe are with their quality of life. 
 
Boswell’s staff is scheduled to analyze the survey during the 
month of November and post the results on the EUCOM 
website in December.
