Pet food recall

by Menu Foods Inc., based on a Food and Drug Administration
warning issued March 17. The recall resulted from consumer
complaints received by the manufacturer and from tasting trials
conducted by the manufacturer.

The FDA has been informed that Menu Foods, Inc., a private-
label pet food manufacturer is recalling all its “cuts and gravy”
style dog and cat food produced at its facility between Dec. 3,

Army golf course greens fees changing April 1
IMCOM-Europe Release

HEIDELBERG, Germany- Helping ensure Army golf courses
stay on par with those in the civilian sector, Installation Manage-
ment Command-Europe Morale Welfare and Recreation is
scheduled to adjust greens fees April 1.

Fee adjustments at Army Golf Courses will mean increased
greens fees for some golfers. But according to an IMCOM-
Europe MWR spokesperson, they are necessary to meet De-
partment of the Army minimum standards as part of the corpo-
rate strategy for performance improvement.

“Golf is a program area that requires a relatively high level of
revenue to adequately operate and meet or exceed customer
expectations,” said Dave Mattingly, IMCOM-Europe MWR Busi-
ness Programs chief. “The Army golf goal is to achieve quality
playing conditions comparable to mid- to high-level municipal
golf courses.

Mattingly said greens fees at golf courses across the Army
have not kept pace with the costs necessary to maintain and
invest in the program. Low greens fees at some Army courses
have had an impact on golf course and clubhouse conditions.

“Standard greens fees are being established to ensure fairness,
consistency and common levels of service across the Army for
all golf courses,” he said.

Daily and weekend greens fees will now be the same at all 18-
hole Army golf courses in Europe. The greatest increase will be
$4 for daily and $6 for weekend greens fees; E6 and above will
now pay $17 greens fees on a weekday and $23 on a weekend.
Junior enlisted (E1-E5) will see their greens fees go up only $2,
to $13 on weekdays and $17 on weekends.

Prices for youth golfers will go down. Golfers age 16 years of
age and younger will pay $8 daily greens fees and $10 week-
end greens fees under the new fee structure — down from the
current $11 and $15.

For regular golfers who want to save by paying annual greens
fees, prices will increase by $5 to $250 for junior enlisted (E1-
5); the annual family fee for junior enlisted will be $350. Annual
greens fees for golfers E6 and above will be $550, or a $750
family fee.

“The corporate strategy policy requires that Europe region golf
courses charge fees that comply with minimum standards within
two years of the policy publication in July 2006,” Mattingly said.
“We will work with garrisons to increase prices annually toward
these necessary green fees minimums as set by Department of
the Army.”

Policy guidelines mandate that fees must rise annually to keep
pace with increased operating costs, said Mattingly. According
to the policy, increasing fees on an annual basis is a more
sound business practice and more equitable for golf patrons
than raising fees infrequently, which often requires a much lar-
ger increase. (continued on next page)

The Army has three 18-hole golf courses in Europe: Heidelberg
Golf Course; Rheinblick Golf Course in Wiesbaden; and the
Stuttgart Golf Course. The Rolling Hills Golf Course in Baum-
holder and the Whispering Pines Golf Course in Bamberg are
both Nine-hole golf courses.

Steinmeier warns against division

of Europe by U.S. missile shield

Foreign Minister Frank-Walter Steinmeier has warned against
a new arms race. The concern arises in connection with Ameri-
can plans to build a missile-defense shield in Eastern Europe.
Steinmeier said that Europe must prevent the development of a
division within the continent, as a result of the dispute over the
missiles, such as occurred once before in the Cold War.

Warning against hysteria over terrorist threats

Federal Internal Affairs Minister Wolfgang Schaeuble (CDU)
and Foreign Minister Frank-Walter Steinmeier (SPD) have
warned against overreacting to internet-based threats of terror-
ism against Germany. Schaeuble said: "It certainly makes no
sense to fall into a kind of public hysteria because of such mes-
sages". Steinmeier warned: "Let's not fall into the trap of those
who want to create an atmosphere of fear in Germany".

More money for retirees

After three times without a rise, this time retirees will get more
money in the future. The increase amounts to 0.54 percent, an
average of 6 Euros per person. Social institutions criticized this
for not being enough.

Biathlete Andrea Henkel of Grossbreitenbach, Thuringia, has
won her first overall World Cup. She profited from weak results
by her competitors Kati Wilhelm and Anna Carin Olofsson of
Sweden.

Gold for Thomas Lurz

the gold four times In the last three years.
