Applications are being accepted now through May 11 for the
2007 Summer Hire program. This year’s program runs June 25
through August 3, 2007. The program is open to all Family
Members (FM) between the ages of 14 to 22 years old. Appli-

Buy “forever” stamp now and save later
The United States Post Office will begin
selling the “forever” stamp on April 12. The
stamp costs 41 cents and will be valid to
mail a one-ounce First-class letter regard-
less of future price changes. The stamp
can be purchased at the Bamberg Post
Office in booklets of 20. Customers can
begin using the stamp after the postage rate increase on May
14. Once prices change May 14, the Forever stamp will remain
on sale at the 41-cent First-Class one-ounce letter price until
the next price change.
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Start using your new CMR address now

You must use a proper 4 line military address to receive items
at your CMR or mail items at your APO. (regardless of where
your unit or community mailroom is currently located.) The
new consolidate mailroom (CMR), located in Bldg 7116, is set
to open this spring.

As of March 1 new box numbers were issued. If you have been
assigned a new CMR address and box number, start using it
now. If you have not been assigned a new box number please
inquire at your unit mailroom immediately. A cut-off date will be
put into effect and improperly addressed mail will be returned to
sender.

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Customs clearance a must when

selling cars in Germany
Bamberg Customs Office Release

U.S. personnel can stumble into big legal problems if they do
not obtain a “Permit to Transfer’ when transferring a
USAREUR-plated vehicle to a non-ID cardholder in Germany.

It is essential to get a permit to transfer before you sell, donate
or transfer a car to someone who is not an ID card holder such
as a German car dealership or junkyard. This even applies if
the vehicle was wrecked in an accident and you did not receive
any money for it. If you do not obtain this permit, you will even-
tually fail to clear USAREUR Vehicle Registration when it is
time to PCS.

German Customs agents may also require you to prove what
happened to the vehicle or pay any tax due. This is obviously
very difficult if the car was crushed and recycled long ago, you
are in the middle of clearing out of Europe and you have no
record of the car’s disposition. If lien is on vehicle, bring written
permission from lien holder to transfer or sell the car.

The “Permit to Transfer” (AE Form 550-175B) is available at
the Bamberg U.S Forces Customs Office at DSN 469-7460.

Army Values Posters Get a Makeover

New Army Values posters are going up in offices and barracks
world-wide. The original Army Values posters were first pub-
lished nine years ago.

"This update is important because the Army Values posters
serve as a visual reminder of our culture and provide an incen-
tive for Soldiers to live up to the Army Values," said Kittie Mess-
man, Values project manager in the Army G-1's office.

The posters were released March 15th. All publications account
holders who normally receive Department of the Army posters
will receive the Values posters through normal publications
supply channels. Account holders may order additional posters
through their publications control officer.

The intent of the posters is to reemphasize and reinvigorate
Army Values, according to Army G-1.

Army culture promotes certain norms of conduct which include
a unique service ethic expected of every Soldier - to make per-
sonal sacrifices in selfless service to the Nation.

Additionally, leaders require the highest level of individual and
organizational discipline and moral values during peace and
war. The moral and ethical tenets of the Army Values charac-
terize the Army culture and describe the ethical standards
expected of all Soldiers.

"The Army Values are the baseline, core, and foundation of
every Soldier," said Messman, herself a retired Army Master Sgt.
"They define who they are, what they do, what they stand for,
and drive their actions at home, work, in peace and during war."

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College students encouraged to get vaccine

Dormitories ripe with meningitis bacteria

When high school students receive their acceptances to col-
lege, they should also receive something else: a vaccination.

The potentially life threatening bacteria called Neisseria menin-
gitidis commonly infects military personnel living in barracks
and college students living in dormitories. Basic trainees rou-
tinely receive the vaccine to protect them against several types
of meningitis and other infections. Health officials recommend
that college-bound students receive the vaccine, too.

“College freshmen that live in dormitories are five times more likely
to get a meningococcal infection as compared with those who live
off campus or don't attend college,” said Dr. (Lt. Col.) William P.
Corr, the Europe Regional Medical Command’s consultant for
preventive Medicine at Landstuhl Regional Medical Center. Vacci-
nation is a proven way to reduce the risk of infection.

“Over the past 12 months, many DOD children in Europe have
been vaccinated against meningococcal infections,” said Corr,
“but for those teenagers that haven't been vaccinated and are
going to college, the Advisory Committee on Immunization
Practices (ACIP) recommends one shot of a vaccine that pro-
tects against four types of meningitis-causing bacteria.” The
vaccine is long lasting, and the current guidance is to receive
the vaccine only once in a lifetime.

Corr recommends the meningococcal vaccine for several other
groups of people:

e Adolescents entering middle school (11-12 year olds) or
high school (15 years old)

e A child or adult without a spleen

e Children and adults who lack “complement proteins,” a
particular group of serum proteins that

e help the body fight infection

e People exposed to someone infected with meningitis types
A, C,Y,orW-135

e Children and adults traveling to sub-Saharan Africa be-
tween December and June.

German Tornado jets under NATO command

In Afghanistan, six German Tornado reconnaissance jets were
put under NATO command. A spokesperson for the operation
command group said that two of the engines already completed
a training flight without any incidents. Next weekend will see the
start of regular missions for the planes and the about two hun-
dred men of the accompanying troop. The Tornado jets are
stationed at the German military base in Masar-i-Sharif in
Northern Afghanistan. The planes are expected to provide im-
ages of outposts of the radical Islamic Taliban group to the In-
ternational Protective Force ISAF.

Hainbad re-opens

Even before the official start of the outdoor swimming season,
the Hainbad, a public swimming pool in the Hain park is now
open for 0,50 Euro entry. Hours of operation are daily from 8
a.m.to 7 p.m.

Stoiber insists on resignation

Bavaria's head of state, and CSU leader, Edmund Stoiber, still
wants to give up his posts this fall. In regard to speculations on
the yet to be filled position of CSU party chair, Stoiber was
quoted as "those unfounded fantasies were not created by me".
- He announced more domestic policy initiatives for the days to
come, and emphasized that he will "put in a full day of work"
until the very last day in office.

Voucher for delay

As of May 1 travelers on Bavarian trains can get 25 percent of
their money back if the train is delayed more than 1 hour, 50
percent if it goes to two hours or more. The amount, however,
is given as a voucher. This applies to all regional trains, but not
regional offers like the Bayern Ticket.

Altenburg gets renovated

The facade of the Altenburg castle is currently being renovated.
Even though the work has be planned for years, it has now
became a priority in order to get the castle ready in time for the
castle fair (Burg Kirchweih) on May 1. Amongst the VIP guests
expected to attend the celebration are the Archbishop of Bam-
berg, Ludwig Schick and a high ranking member of the House
of Wittelsbach.

DGB pushes for minimum wage for temporary hires
The German Labor Union DGB demands a minimum wage for
the temporary hire industry. Every eighth temp earns so little
money that the cost of living cannot be covered by own re-
sources, thus needing government support, union leader Som-
mer said. He requested that the German government include
that industry in the assignment act, giving the heads up for a
negotiated minimum wage. Another possibility is a legal mini-
mum wage of Euro 7.50.

Call for involvement against Right

Bavarian Minister of the Interior, Beckstein, again issued a call
for stronger involvement against Right Extremism in Germany.
This applies both to dealing with crimes committed by right wing
extremists and political debates. Once again Beckstein pointed
out that the right extremist forces and the NPD (German Na-
tional Socialist Party) in Bavaria currently rely on increased
propaganda. The president of the Jewish Central Council in
Germany, Ms. Knobloch, spoke of a new discussion of a proc-
ess for banning the NPD in that connection.

Walls down by Friday

The unwanted walls along the canal that caused a major uproar
due to their ugliness will now fall. A specialized company from
Nuremberg - incidentally a subcontractor of the very same
company that built the walls in the first place - has already
started taking the walls down. This will cost 200,000 Euro. By
Friday the walls are planned to be removed and within the fol-
lowing days a steel handrail will be built.

CSU politicians at peace again

When County Commissioner Guenther Denzler introduced a
new financial concept for the County, CSU party chief Reinhard
Leutner was most upset about not being informed beforehand.
Now, both politicians agreed on a revised financial plan and
made peace with each other.

Young Citizens’ Meeting for the first time

The first meeting of young citizens will take place on May 24.
By organizing this meeting, Lord Mayor Andreas Starke wants
to get to know what young people think and worry about. The
meeting will take place at Live Club, Sandstrasse, at 6 p.m. and
will be followed by a party.
