Understanding household goods delays
IMCOM-Europe Release

Installation Management
Command-Europe is ex-
periencing the highest

household goods demand
surge in more than a dec-
ade. The increased de-
mand, coupled with a
shortage of moving com-
panies, is causing many
originally requested pick-
up dates in June and July
to be rescheduled on a
date later than requested.

The IMCOM-Europe Logis-
tics Division Transportation
Office is asking customers
to consider the following:

Do not make any financial
commitments based upon
your requested pick-up
date. Wait until you receive
a pick-up confirmation from
the local garrison repre-
sentative. Be aware that
when you request a pick-
up date, it is still tentative
until it is confirmed by the
contractor. Due to this

year's contractor capacity
shortfalls, local transportation offices are having difficulties in-
forming customers in a timely manner. Continue to maintain
close contact with your local transportation office regarding the
status of your move.

Try to remain flexible with the alternate household goods pick-
up dates that you are offered. In a normal PCS season, you
would usually get the pick-up date that you wanted; that is not
possible this summer.

Look out for your fellow Army Families. If you want to report
early to your next duty station, you may be asked to defer your
pick-up until a later date to make room for a Family that must
leave earlier. Consider this request carefully unless you have a
compelling reason to report to your next duty station early.

Ensure that you have a confirmed household goods pick-up
date before you make other plans. Do not book your airplane
tickets to your next duty station. Hold off making your vacation
plans until you know when your goods will be picked up.

Remember, you almost certainly will not get the pick-up date
that you were expecting — that might force you to change your
travel plans. (continued)

Deadline set for college registration by Soldiers
IMCOM-Europe Release

Soldiers using Army Tuition Assistance and planning to enroll
for college classes that have start dates through Sept. 30 must
do so before Sept. 24.

“Attempts to enroll in courses after Sept. 24 will not be ap-
proved,” said L. Dian Stoskopf, chief of Army Education.

This enroliment cut-off is necessary, Stoskopf said, to allow for
the fiscal year change-over.

The cut-off, however, has no impact on eArmyU course enroll-
ments or registration for classes starting Oct.1 or later. These
enroliments will be funded by the Soldier’'s fiscal year 2008,
$4,500 TA authorization, noted Jeanette Johnson Installation
Management Command-Europe tuition assistance program
manager.

All eArmyU course enrolliments are covered under a contract
and differ from the way traditional TA is obligated.

Installation education services officers throughout Europe will
work very closely with their on-post academic institutions to
ensure registration deadlines are met, Johnson said. However,
Soldiers are encouraged to still contact their education offices
to ensure the process is completed and to discuss any “holds”
they may have on their accounts.

German habits and customs—Part 1

Question: A German | work with was introduced to me as
“Peter Schmidt”, but when | called him “Peter”, he looked un-
pleasantly surprised. What was wrong?

Answer: Maybe you have noticed that in the German language
there is a difference between how to talk to family/friends and to
a stranger/boss/senior person. There is the informal “Du” for the
first group, the formal “Sie” for the latter — unfortunately there is
no translation for that in English. Using the formal “Sie” goes
with using the last name “Mr. Schmidt”. In German you always
stick to the formal way of addressing somebody until you have
been allowed to use his/her first name. Many social rules are
connected to this moving from formal to informal speech, which
can be confusing even for a German. Using the correct expres-
sion is part of either showing respect or disrespect. So, to be on
the safe side as a foreigner, it is always better to say “Sie” and
“Mr. Schmidt” to avoid embarrassing situations.

German Church Leaders Call

for Dialogue With Terrorists

The five-day German Protestant Church congress came to an
end Sunday with a service in Cologne attended by over
100,000 people where political and church leaders alike fo-
cused on more worldly topics. At the closing service on Sunday
on the Rhine River, Reinhard Hoppner, president of the Ger-
man Protestant Church congress also called for dialogue with
terrorists, including the Taliban: "They also belong at the nego-
tiation table," he said. "Only where my enemy has a place of
honor can there be peace."

Women Fleeing Eastern Germany,

Leaving Men Behind

A new study by the Berlin Institute for Population and Develop-
ment found that since the 1990s, women in their late teens and
twenties have been leaving eastern Germany to seek their for-
tunes elsewhere, often in the western part of the country. They
have often left young men their age behind, leaving an excess
of testosterone in many regions along with a host of problems.
In some regions of the former East Germany, there are only 80
women per 100 men, a situation unique in Europe. The study
found that education was the main indicator behind the exodus.
Women in the region tend to have more education than men
do, and want to find work in the service sector. Many men, on
the other hand, have gravitated toward manual labor or low-
skilled work.

First Privately Financed Autobahn

For the first time, private enterprises will take over some of the
costs for a new highway. The A8 between Augsburg and Mu-
nich is to get eight lanes. This type of partnership is new on the
road construction sector.

Granny’s present was bogus money

A 19 year old man was caught when trying to pay with a bogus
100 Euro note. The man explained that the note was a present
from his grandmother for his graduation. On the phone, the
grandmother explained that she had made the paper copy of a
real 100 Euro note as a symbolic present.

German Fund Ends Payments to

A fund set up by the German government to compensate Nazi-
era forced laborers has finished its last payments to victims.
The Remembrance, Responsibility and Future foundation to
compensate Nazi-era forced laborers paid 1.7 million people
more than 4.4 billion euros ($5.8 billion) in recent years. The
foundation is a joint project of the German government and
representatives of the industry. They had agreed on compensa-
tions for the former forced laborers. The foundation started their
work in the year 2000. The victims received payments up to
Euro 7,500. The remaining money in the fund will be used for
reconciliation projects.
