All eyes were on the skies as the fami-
lies and friends of the 173rd Special
Troops Battalion gathered in Memorial
Park at Warner Barracks, Bamberg for the
“Hearts Apart” balloon release Sept. 23.

“In a child’s heart anything is possible,”
says Debbie Milhorn, 173rd STB family
readiness group advisor about the

“One of these balloons just might
make it to Afghanistan and that belief can

Staying in Germany

through deployment, the ‘right decision’

Maj. Gen. Douglas L. Carver, U.S.
Army Chief of Chaplains paid a visit to
Bamberg, Warner Barracks on Sept. 6
during his first tour of duty stations since
his July 12 appointment. Carver, accom-
panied by Sgt. Maj. Tommy Marrero,
Chief of Chaplains and Regimental Sgt.
Maj., and Col. Donald Rutherford, US
Army Europe Command Chaplain, spent
part of the morning visiting with unit level
ministry teams, followed by a sit-down
with family readiness group leaders,
spouses and community members. The
general concluded his tour of Warner Bar-
racks with a lunch at the dining facility
here with senior leaders.

While meeting with spouses and com-
munity members at the chapel, Carver
expressed his support and gratitude for
those who had elected not to move state-
side for the duration of their spouse’s de-
ployment.

“l think you’ve made the right decision
staying here while your spouse is de-
ployed,” Carver said, “Here, you have
others in a similar situation.” He de-
scribed how heavy deployment cycles can
often be hardest on families that live out-
side of typical military communities, such
as the families attached to National Guard
and Army Reserve units, who don’t have
that built in support system.

Carver fielded questions from family
readiness group leaders and spouses who
were concerned about Bamberg’s current
vacancy in the Family Life Chaplain posi-
tion. Carver, with the assistance of
USAREUR Command Chaplain, Col. Don-
ald Rutherford, explained that the Army is
currently short 500 chaplains and that
steps are being taken to not only increase
chaplain corps numbers in the long term
but to prioritize and effectively manage
assets in the short term.

“Top priority, of course, is to forward
units moving downrange,” said Carver.
Next in line are OCONUS locations like
Bamberg who have priority over stateside
communities as an English speaking con-
gregation may not be readily available.
Due to heavy troop rotations, the candi-
dates for the Bamberg position were di-

verted to units preparing for deployment.
Rutherford explained that Bamberg should
have a Family Life Chaplain in the very
near future. Chaplain corps strains have
also led to new strategies to fill rear de-
tachment chaplain spots. Carver de-
scribed new arrangements that have been
made to guaranty a minimum of one rear
detachment chaplain for every three de-
ployed battalions within 90 days of the
units moving down range.

Carver explained how the greatest con-
cern for chaplains is not those who partici-
pate in community events and social or
faith based groups, but rather those who
may remain socially secluded due to the
deployment of a spouse or being new to
the post. He encouraged those in atten-
dance to continue to be actively involved in
the community and in particular to reach
out to those who may seem isolated.

Just now approaching the sixth month
mark of a 15-month deployment, the bal-
loon release is one of the many morale
boosting events put together by the 173rd
STB family readiness group leaders.

It's time for Fire Prevention Week. From October 7th - 13th, the USAG Bamberg
Fire and Emergency Services (F&ES) are reminding all community members to
“Practice Your Escape Plan.” During this year’s fire safety campaign, firefighters and
safety advocates will spread the word about the dangers of home fires and teaching
Soldiers, family members, civilians and contractors how to plan and practice escap-
ing from their home or office in the event of a fire.

According to the latest National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) research, 3,030
people died in 2005 in home fires. That is roughly eight people every day. Being
alerted to a fire and knowing what to do to escape from one are extremely important,
yet only 23% of households have planned and practiced a home fire escape plan.

"Sometimes there are only seconds to escape, but there’s no question that having a
plan in place that has been practiced saves precious time and makes survival more
likely,” said Harald Doktorowski, USAG Bamberg, Chief F&ES. Fire Departments
hope that Fire Prevention Week will prompt folks in our community to plan and prac-
tice their escape.”

Are you prepared for a fire?
Although it’s difficult to prepare for the
unexpected, reviewing the information
below and taking action based on it to
plan for a fire is strongly recom-
mended....and don't forget to practice
your escape plan during Fire Preven-
tion Week!

e Ensure installed apartment smoke
alarms are operative and tested
monthly.

e Develop and practice a fire escape
plan with everyone in your house-
hold that identifies two ways out of
each room and establishes a family
meeting place outside.

¢ If you do not have two ways out of
each room (e.g. Apartment win-
dows are above the 1st floor or you
are unable to leave your apart-
ment), have what the firefighters
call a passive escape plan.

In case of fire, engage your passive
escape plan by sealing all doors and
vents with duct tape or preferably wet
towels to prevent smoke from enter-
ing the room. Open a window at the
top and bottom so fresh air can enter.
Be ready to close the window immedi-
ately if it draws smoke into the room.

e Call the Fire Department at 0951-
300-117 and let them know that you
are still inside the building.

e Wave a flashlight or light colored
cloth at the window to let the fire
department know where you are
located.

o Alert a firefighter by making noise
such as banging items together.
Whistling or calling out. Stay calm.

e Remember to practice your home
fire escape plan at least twice a
year!

Getting there couldn’t be easier!

Our tip for travelers with time is the “Schénes-Wochenende-
Ticket” (special weekend train ticket) from the Deutsche Bahn.
With this ticket, five adults (or parents/grandparents with an
unlimited number of their own children under 15 years) can
travel on a Saturday or Sunday until 3 a.m. the next day wher-
ever they want (in the second class) for just 33 Euro. This ticket
is valid for all regional trains (=S, RB, RE) and the S-Bahn. The
special ticket does not include transport on ICE trains - so get-
ting to Munich from Bamberg could take up to 4 hours!

Another special offer from the Deutsche Bahn is the
“Bayern-Ticket”. This one day ticket is valid for five adults (or
parents/ grandparents with an unlimited number of their own
children under 15 years) for all regional trains (=S, RB, RE) in
the second class within Bavaria and the MVV train network.
The ticket costs 27 Euro and is valid for one weekday (Monday
— Friday, 9 a.m. to 3 a.m. on the following day, weekends mid-
night to 3 a.m. on the following day).

Shoot them down or not?

The German Minister of Defense, Franz Josef Jung, started a
heated national debate. He calls for a change of the Constitu-
tion to allow the Army to shoot down a passenger plane when
hijacked by terrorists. The German Constitution does not allow
the trading off of human lives against the lives of others. The
minister states that the defense of the nation will not be possi-
ble without that change of law. Left wing and green party politi-
cians called for Jung’s resignation.

Chinese leadership “dissatisfied” with Germany

The Chinese leadership heavily criticized the meeting of Ger-
many’s Chancellor Angela Merkel with the Dalai Lama, exiled
religious leader of Tibet, as “meddling with internal affairs”
calling it a “wrong step”. The Dalai Lama praised the German
Chancellor for sticking to her principles.

“Transrapid will be built in 2008”

The Bavarian prime minister Edmund Stoiber considers the
financial status of the construction plans for a high velocity train
connection between Munich airport and Munich main train sta-
tion a safe and sound situation. Meanwhile, the City of Munich
considers taking legal action against it since the project will cost
an estimated amount of 1.85 billion Euro.

Join the police instead of the Army?

The Bavarian conservatives (CSU) have suggested that young
men once drafted should not just join the Army but also have
the option to work for the police, fire fighters or emergency ser-
vices. The police union absolutely rejected the idea stating that
“this could only be an idea arising at a October fest meeting.”
Police and emergency forces would require highly trained staff
members and could not be supported by a “Bargain Police
force made of drafted young men.”

Marriage always to end after 7 years

The controversial County Commissioner Gabriele Pauli of
Fuerth near Nuremberg suggested the introduction of time lim-
its for marriages. The wedding vow should, according to her
idea, to automatically end every 7 years. Couples could then
decide whether to re-marry or not. The suggestion was met by
criticism and ridicule. Pauli, who is currently running for Bavar-
ian Prime Minister, was crucial in initiating the resignation of the
present head of state, Edmund Stoiber.

Wife killed in the heat of the moment

Bamberg court decided that a 56-year old from Doerfleins
(County of Bamberg) who killed his 38-old wife in December
2006 to have done it in the heat of the moment. According to
witnesses, the women had constantly humiliated her husband.
The man was sentenced to five years in prison.

Tricksters offer black money

Tricksters are currently on their way in Germany with a absurd
story. They hand out fake money saying that it was allegedly
lamp blacked and could easily be cleaned at the dry-cleaner.
Police is investigating.

Art statue “Apollo” almost financed

The Bamberg sculpture path is currently getting a sixth piece of
art, a sculpture of “Apollo”. However, the new contribution costs
150.000 Euro, but only two third of the money has yet been
raised. Lord Mayor Andreas Starke is calling for more contribu-
tions.

Doing nothing will cost twice as much

The Joseph Trust has erected 16 flats at Hubertusstrasse. Now
the Bavarian construction laws call the Trust to build a play-
ground next to the homes. However, parents would rather
keep the little meadow as such, saying that it was just perfect
for their kids. The experts then stated that only by paying a fine
of 26.000 Euro could the Trust get out of that obligation. That
amount happens to be twice as much as the Trust would pay
for actually building the playground. Lord Mayor Andreas
Starke then asked the administration to find a way out of that
dilemma.

Hassfurt guy saves family from fire

When a man came home late after midnight, he happened to
see a fire in the home of his neighbor in Hassfurt. He immedi-
ately rang the bell, got the family of four out of the house and
called the firefighters. Even though the fire caused a damage of
70,000 Euro, it could have been an even greater disaster. The
emergency forces discovered that a propane gas bottle had
been lying in the attic and the shell had already been charred
by the fire.

Heinrichsdamm closed off for four weeks

Due to construction work around Wilhelmplatz, Heinrichsdamm
and Franz-Ludwig-Strasse will be closed for four weeks. Franz-
Ludwig-Strasse becomes a dead end from Luisenstrasse, no
more right turns from Marienbruecke. The detour will be on
Friedrichstrasse and Willy-Lessing-Strasse.
