“Hooah Day” puts spouses to the test

Slapping on camouflage face paint and
dawning a wide variety of Army clothing,
spouses from the deployed 173rd Air-
borne Combat Team (ABCT) braved a
cold, cloudy fall morning to take part in
Hooah Day on Oct. 12.

Over 50 participants from the 173rd
units stationed here at Warner Barracks
transformed from Army spouses to Army
Soldiers as they made their way through
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various stations, all intending to give them
a realistic yet lighthearted feel for Army
training.

Everyone got the chance to take aim
on the virtual firing range and try some
group physical training (PT) exercises.
While arranged in formation, they counted
off as they did pushups, side-straddle
hops (a.k.a. jumping-jacks), and knee-
benders.

General West visits
16th Special
Troops Battalion

Brig. Gen. Scott West, commander,
21st Theater Sustainment Command,
Kaiserslautern, Germany, toured the vehi-
cle and weapons facilities of the 16th
Special Troops Battalion, 16th Sustain-
ment Brigade, and spoke with battalion
Soldiers and leaders Oct. 11.

The tour was part of a maintenance
terrain walk that the general conducts
with subordinate units of the 21st TSC, in
an effort to focus more attention on equip-
ment maintenance, he said.

“I honestly think we [in the Army] have
walked away from maintenance as a core
competency,” West said.

The walk began with an 11 a.m. brief-
ing in the 16th SB conference room,
where the general outlined his ideas on
maintenance to unit leaders and was
briefed on the prescribed load list (PLL);
the overage recoverable item list (ORIL);
test, measurement and diagnostic equip-
ment list (TMDE); scheduled mainte-
nance of rolling stock, and weapons, and
other aspects of maintenance.

After the briefing, West and unit lead-
ers went to the 16th STB motor pool,
where he quizzed two mechanics, Pfc.
Mark Armstrong and Pfc. Jeremy Ridg-
ley, both Headquarters and Headquarters
Company, 16th STB.

“Every time he comes in here he al-
ways challenges us,” Armstrong said. “He
knows what he’s talking about and he’s in
it for the Soldiers.”

After visiting with Soldiers at the motor
pool, and inspecting paperwork and tools
with leaders, the general’s next stop was
Ray’s Dining Facility. (See VISIT page 2)

At the DFAC West spoke with Soldiers
about their concerns here at Bamberg.

Spc. Lillian Zulu, S-1 clerk, 106th Fi-
nancial Management Company, 16th
STB, mentioned her concerns about the
plumbing in the barracks, Bldg. 7048, and
the open-bay showers, to the general.

The 16th STB Battalion Commander,
Lt. Col. Christopher Chun, informed the
general, and the group of Soldiers, that
the brigade has plans to renovate the
barracks and fix the plumbing problems,
but that kitchens and bathrooms would
not be added to the rooms.

Zulu said she appreciated hearing
about the renovation plans and that the
general took the time to hear her con-
cerns, though she wished she could have
a kitchen a bathroom in her room.

Cpl. Claudia Kroll, administrative non-
commissioned officer, HHC, 16th STB,
discussed her concerns about on-post
housing.

“He seemed to listen, and as you
heard, he told [16th SB Brigade Com-
mander] Col. Martin Pitts that [leadership]
should bring it up in the next housing
meeting,” Kroll said.

After the session at the DFAC, and a
visit to the battalion motor park and Bravo
Company, 16th STB, the general con-
cluded the maintenance terrain walk with
a stop at the HHC arms room.

After inspecting several weapons,
including the weapons of unit

commanders, West presented the ar-
morer with a 21st TSC coin. “I'm going to
lend you this,” West said to Spc. Justin
Tolleson, armorer, HHC, 16th STB. “I'm
going to come back in 90 days and in-
spect it for burrs and debris.”
Tolleson said the general was very thor-
ough, and reinforced an important point.

“I have over 300 weapons,” Tolleson
said. “I can’t clean them all. Soldiers must
maintain operator standards for their own
assigned weapons.” After the mainte-
nance terrain walk the General reiterated
his message to unit leaders.

“Maintenance has always been, in our
Army, a core competency,” West said. “We
train Soldiers to maintain their equipment,
we train our unit leaders to train Soldiers on
how to maintain their equipment. We know
that equipment maintenance is very impor-
tant on the battlefield and it's very important
in training.” The walk is very useful, West
said.

“The great thing that the maintenance
terrain walk does for us is that it's leader
development for gauging how well we’re
doing in training leaders as maintenance
leaders in organizations,” he said.

At the mock door training facility, 1st Sgt. Damon Tracey Haynie, 173rd ABCT North,
Rear Detachment, gave an airborne demonstration that included the basics of using a
parachute and what it is like to soar out of a plane. “It gave them an idea of the training
their spouses go through prior to an airborne operation with the 173rd,” said Haynie.

Hooah Day participants also tackled a few of the obstacles on the confidence
course. On their way through the course they encouraged one another as each spouse
scaled a wall and giant’s ladder, crawled through the sand and under barbed wire, and
maneuvered on elevated platforms.

Events such as Hooah Day help build confidence, friendships and promote team-
work, which are the same qualities the course is designed to instill in Soldiers as well.

“The Hooah Day event drew a lot of spouses that we have not been seeing at most
of our regular events,” explained Gina Little, 4-319th AFAR, FRSA. “When you see peo-
ple laughing and helping one another that may not have otherwise had the chance to
meet, you know the event has made a difference.”

things about this garri-
son.

Our main focus
and reason for being is the support and
wellbeing of our Soldiers and Families.

This transformation involves the imple-
mentation of the Standard Garrison Or-
ganization (SGO) and the Common Lev-
els of Support (CLS).

In the end, the standardization of
these services is about improving quality
of life no matter where a Solider is as-
signed; they expect and will eventually
receive (as SGO and CLS are imple-
mented) the same level of support and
services from any garrison.

| think you will be happy to know that
we are already structured in compliance
with the Standard Garrison Organization
(SGO) and so we will not see any
significant changes in the structure of our
Garrison as it exists right now.

Additionally, the vast majority of the
support and services we provide are in
compliance with the Common Levels of
Support (CLS). However, the CLS not
only defines which support and services
we provide, but also the level, or stan-
dard, that we provide them to.

The important thing to realize is that
our funding is directly tied to the CLS.

Therefore, when it comes to implementing
the CLS, we can expect to see changes
resulting from the alignment of our sup-
port and services with the CLS and also
from the tailoring of the levels of support
and services we provide to our funding
allocation level.

The leadership of the garrison met a
few weeks ago to align our mission, our
vision and our goals with those of our
headquarters, Installation Management
Command Europe, and to align our ser-
vices and programs with common levels
of support.

We are committed to ensuring that our
employees and our customers know what

Mailing meat
leads to $100
fines and more

Many U.S. personnel in Europe have
received a $100 fine from the Bureau of
Customs and Border Protection (CBP)
because they mailed packages of wurst,
ham or paté to America. However, infes-
tations of animal disease cost the U.S.
taxpayer millions of dollars each year.

It is illegal to import red meats and
sausage into the USA without U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture approval. CBP
routinely checks packages from overseas,
often with dogs trained to sniff out food.
Trying to “sneak” meats into the country is
a crime and it is worth remembering this
as you prepare your holiday shopping list
later this year.

“All packages mailed to the USA must
have a customs declaration,” said William
Manning, USDA attaché to the U.S. Euro-
pean Command. “In many cases, people
falsely list the contents of packages. Will-
fully trying to import anything into the USA
without declaring it, is smuggling and car-
ries very stiff penalties and fines,” he
added. “To aid in the fight against pests
and diseases in the USA, we must all do
our part. We can all start by honoring our
import laws. It's the right thing to do.”

The Office of the Secretary of Defense
has contracted with Military One Source
(MOS) for a new program. Starting Oct.
15, MOS will offer a Short-Term Solution
Focused Telephonic (STSF-T) Consulta-
tion Program. The U.S. European Com-
mand Headquarters Quality of Life con-
ference discussed the need for increased
counseling resources. The result was the
STSF-T Consultation Program, which will
include up to six sessions per person,
per issue and will be consistent with the
in-person counseling service available
via Military OneSource in the continental
u.s.

The service is available by phone and
online and at no cost to active duty,
guard and reserve, regardless of activa-
tion status, and their families. It offers
help with information concerning child
care, personal finances, emotional sup-
port during deployments, relocation and
other valuable information.

The STSF-T Consultation Program is
effective in helping individuals resolve
issues such as adjustment to situational
stressors, stress management, decision
making, communication, grief, blended-
family issues, and parenting-skills issues.
STSF-T Consultations will adhere to the
MOS Confidentiality/Privacy and report-
able-event protocols.

New river bed for local creek

The Leitenbach in Memmelsdorf is now flowing through its new
river bed. The creek had to be redirected since it kept causing
flood problems in Memmelsdorf. Now, a 1K “bypass” has
solved the issue. In addition to the new river bed, the authorities
will plant 50 lowland or riparian forest trees such as ash trees
and alders.

Bridge will be more expensive than planned

Lord Mayor Andreas Starke confronted the construction authori-
ties of the city of Bamberg with the fact that the construction of
the new Loewenbruecke bridge will already cost 800,000 Euros
more than planned. The reasons for this increase is being re-
viewed.

Laying of cornerstone for new furniture store
Construction of a new furniture store in Bamberg-South near
Nuremberger Strasse has had its official ceremony. In the at-
tendance of Lord Mayor Andreas Starke the cornerstone was
laid. The store will be as big as 120 single homes and is sched-
uled to begin partial operation as early as Spring 2008.
