CONTINGENCY OPERATING BASE Q-WEST, Iraq – The 16th 
Sustainment Brigade, led by Col. Martin B. Pitts, assumed au-
thority for COB Q-West and sustainment operations in northern 
Iraq, during a transfer of authority ceremony here Aug. 9. 
 
The ceremony marked the end of a 15-month tour for the 3rd 
Sustainment Brigade, a Fort Stewart, Ga., unit; and the arrival 
of the 16th SB from Bamberg, Germany. The 16th SB, on its 
first deployment, is the only U.S. Army sustainment brigade in 
Europe. 
 
Brig. Gen. Mike Lally, commanding general, 3rd Sustainment 
Command (Expeditionary), and reviewing officer for the cere-
mony, reminded the audience of the 3rd SB’s achievements; 
Lally also spoke of how important 16th SB’s ability to maintain 
focus on the mission would be. 
 
“Transitions of Authority mark the end of a challenging and suc-
cessful mission,” said Lally. “It’s also a time to reflect on the grav-
ity and breadth of your unit’s impact on our success in Iraq. For 
the incoming unit, it’s an official assumption of a vital mission and

Hopefully the USAG Bamberg Summer 
Hires learned much more than that, but if 
not, they will have still learned an impor-
tant life lesson. 
  
This summer 28 teenagers got jobs with 
the program and were placed in a variety 
of locations from working with the theater 
learning how to set up lights and sound 
equipment to working at the CAC making 
shakes and pouring coffee to helping out 
around the Chapel and the Health Clinic. 
 

The Bamberg summer hire program runs 
for 6 weeks every summer out of the Civil-
ian Personnel Advisory Center.

In the case of Jocelyn 
Bright-Smith, she expected her job at the 
Public Affairs Office to be similar to work-
ing on her high school yearbook. After 
working the summer, her thoughts on the 
matter had changed somewhat. “My over-
all summer hire experience was good. It 
was definitely a learning experience that 
made my yearbook class seem elemen-
tary,” Bright-Smith said.

MK AIRFIELD ADMINISTRATION CEN-
TER, Romania – A group of Romanian 
and American Soldiers got together this 
week to incite a riot, get shot with tasers, 
and submit to pepper-spraying. 
 
“Sometimes you just gotta experience 
things firsthand to really know your limi-
tations,” said Staff Sgt. Robert Reeves, 
541st Engineers Company, during a 
three-day Joint Task Force-East non-
lethal tactics training event in Mihail Ko-
galniceanu Airfield Administrative Cen-
ter, Romania. 
 
The training, which began Aug. 5, covered 
hand-to-hand combat, riot control forma-
tions and crowd disbursing. But it was the 
firsthand pain of being tased and pepper-
sprayed that had the most impact, as Sol-
diers volunteered to experience both dur-
ing training. 
 
“You feel like your face is on fire, but it’s 
good to know the amount of pain you could 
be putting someone through so you know 
what form of force is most appropriate,” 
Reeves said after being pepper sprayed. 
 
Reeves was one of the first to volunteer to 
be tased, but it was Pvt. David Saucier 
that braved the first hit. 
 
“I just wanted to know how it felt,” Sau-
cier said, and almost all of the others 
followed suit, which 541st Engineers 1st 
Sgt. Mitchell Moery attributed to the 
unit’s camaraderie. 
 
This camaraderie was not limited to the 
Americans, as the Romanians also vol-
unteered to submit to the tasing and 
pepper-spraying. 
 

According to the 541st Engineers com-
pany commander, the training gave Sol-
diers a skill-set that is necessary in an 
ever-changing warfront. 
 
“As our role changes from combat opera-
tions to full spectrum operations, it’s im-
portant to also have non-lethal tactics 
training,” said Company Commander 
Capt. Clinton Brown. 
 
Soldiers of the 541st have been training 
alongside their Romanian counterparts, of 
the 21st Mountain Battalion, throughout 
this year’s JTF-East rotation.

an important mental shift from a mindset of 
preparation to one of execution.” 
 
The 3rd SB, operating as the logistical 
headquarters for Multi-National Division-
North, successfully supported 13 brigade-
sized units with forces totaling more than 
70,000 service members, contractors, and 
Department of Defense civilians. The 3rd 
SB also drove more than 3,700 combat 
logistical patrols, pushed nearly 134 mil-
lion gallons of fuel from fuel farms at Q-
West, Camp Marez, and COB Speicher. 
 
After welcoming his “new best friends” 
from the 16th SB, Col. Darrell K. Williams, 
commander, 3rd SB, gave thanks to eve-
ryone in attendance as well as the 
“nameless” individuals who serve on all 
lines of the battlefront. He singled out Sol-
diers who lost their lives fighting on behalf 
of Operation Iraqi Freedom. 
 

Williams said in a separate interview 

that logistical support serves as an en-
abler to the successful transition of Iraq 
back to its citizens. 
 
“Logistics helps this campaign in two 
ways,” said Williams. “We are critical in 
assisting our fighting forces as they repo-
sition themselves to the battlefield.” 
 
“We also are setting the condition for 
Iraqis to better themselves by training the 
Iraqis how to build and sustain supplies so 
they can support their military logistical 
forces better in the future,” he said. 
 
Pitts' speech emphasized his enthusiasm 
for the challenge ahead for his Soldiers. 
Pitts also expressed his regard for the 
outgoing unit's accomplishments and their 
hospitality. "I am humbled and blessed by 
the opportunity to command this unit dur-
ing combat operations and am honored by 
the opportunity we have been given to 
break new ground and forge the storied 
history of the 16th Sustainment Brigade."

CONTINGENCY OPERATING BASE Q-WEST, Iraq — The 
“Scouts” of the 16th Special Troops Battalion, 16th Sustainment 
Brigade, Bamberg, Germany, officially took over the reins from 
the 3rd Special Troops Battalion, 3rd SB, out of Fort Stewart, 
Ga., during a transfer- of-authority ceremony here Aug. 9. 
 
The 3rd STB “Hell Raisers” ended their 15-month Operation Iraqi 
Freedom 07-09 deployment by casing their colors during the 
ceremony. Headquarters and Headquarters Company, Alpha 
Company and Logistics Task Force Bravo, all 3rd STB, received 
a safety streamer for their safety record and a re-enlistment 
streamer for meeting retention goals during their deployment. 
 
The 16th STB replaces the 3rd STB, under the 3rd Sustain-
ment Command (Expeditionary), the Multinational Corps – 
Iraq; and Operation Iraqi Freedom 08-10; effective Aug. 9, 
2008, according to orders signed by Brig. Gen. Michael J. 
Lally, commander, 3rd ESC. 
 
Lt. Col. Christopher Chun, commander, 16th STB, told Soldiers it 
was time to buckle down and get to work. 
 
“Now it is time to focus solely on our current mission,” Chun said. 
“Diverse and important missions such as providing finance and 
human resources support to all of Multinational Division – North; 
managing the key logistical node on the border of Turkey and 
Iraq; the personal security team; and the Aerostat mission for 
COB Q-West.” 
 
The 16th STB is composed of a headquarters company, a signal 
company, a financial management company, a human resources 

company, a personal security team and a logistics task force and 
is scheduled to serve a 15-month deployment. The unit was acti-
vated in Bamberg, Germany, July 16, 2007.

The giant beer refrigerator in the tunnel 
With a unique and spectacular action the brewery “Schlenkerla” is ex-
panding their much needed storage capacity at the Stephansberg dis-
trict. Instead of constructing an unattractive corrugated metal sheet 
storage facility they are putting more storage tanks in the underground 
tunnel with an expected total of 13 tanks by September. The brewer’s 
ancestors used the tunnels in the Stephansberg district hundreds of 
years ago as “natural refrigerators” since the temperature there never 
rises above 8 degrees Celsius even in the heat of summer. They had 
used the tunnel for their tanks in the past but some needed to be re-
placed due to age and so the expansion was a logical next step.
