FORT BELVOIR, Va. – Local Army Family member and veteran 
Joyce Dodson won the 2008 Operation Rising Star military sing-
ing contest here Nov. 14 at Wallace Theater. 
 
Dodson, 24, of Bamberg, is married to Sgt. Marquis Dodson of 
the 240th Quartermaster Company. She served four years in the 
Army and now works in Human Resources at the in- and out-
processing center at Schweinfurt, Germany. 
 
Runner-up honors went to Fatima McElveen, the 20-year-old 
daughter of 1st Sgt. Michael McElveen, who last week trans-
ferred from Fort Campbell, Ky., to Schofield Barracks, Hawaii. 
Fatima is a junior at Middle Tennessee State University majoring 
in broadcast journalism with a minor in Spanish. 
 
Both performers applauded the Army Family and Morale, Welfare 
and Recreation Command for allowing military Family members 
to participate in the contest that started on 47 Army installations, 
camps and forward-deployed locations around the world.

Bamberg Family member wins Rising Star competition

Looking for something to do this Christmas? 
The Christmas Good Cheer program gives 
Bamberg Soldiers an experience of a life-
time. The program, sponsored by the Ger-
man-American Men’s Club and US Army 
Garrison Bamberg, pairs Soldiers together 
with local German families for one or two 
days during the holiday season. From Dec. 
24 through Jan. 1, Soldiers can get to ex-
perience a traditional German Christmas. 
 
“The community should know that most of 
the participants in this program had a great 
time and have thoroughly enjoyed it; this 
applies equally to their hosts,” said Helmut 
Funke, German-American Men’s Club presi-
dent. “Friendships have been established 
and …participants have contributed to a bet-

ter understanding between our two nations.” 
The program, which is more than a decade-
long tradition, is a great opportunity to learn 
local customs and experience German hos-
pitality during the holiday season. 

 Soldiers do not need to speak German to 
participate as many of the host families can 
speak English or have visited the United 
States. Soldiers can go alone or share the 
experience with a friend. 
 
“Soldiers, especially young ones, serving 
abroad will often, for the first time, spend 
Christmas away from their families,” 
Funke said.  
 
The program doesn’t make up for the ab-
sence of family, but it does provide a great 
opportunity to make new friends and experi-
ence a festive environment, he said. 
 
"I think it's a great idea for new soldiers to 
experience the traditional German Christ-
mas," said Pfc. Raymond Ruprecht, Head-
quarters and Headquarters Detachment,

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USAG Bamberg. "Since I'm not going home for the holidays, I think 
it's great to be able to have Christmas with another family who is 
willing to share their holiday with me. It beats 
sitting in the barracks." 
 
“Leaders should encourage their Soldiers to take 
part in this program,” said Command Sgt. Maj. 
Bruce Lee, USAG Bamberg sergeant major. “It 
continues to strengthen the bonds between the 
military and German community, and provides 
mutual benefits during the holiday season for 
those involved.” 
 
Once Soldiers have registered, there will be a contact meeting 

set up with the host family to get to know each other and to 
agree upon when and where to meet, Funke said.  
 
“Soldiers should realize that once they have registered they must 

come to the contact meeting and they must stick 
to arrangement agreed with their host,” Funke 
said. “Nothing is more embarrassing than if Sol-
diers don't show up. After all, (they’re represent-
ing) their country.”

HEIDELBERG, Germany – Installation Management Command-
Europe’s new command sergeant major assumed the responsibili-
ties of her office here Thursday. 
 
Command Sgt. Maj. Tracey Anbiya accepted the symbolic passing of 
the noncommissioned officer sword from Diane Devens, director of 
IMCOM-Europe, as part of a ceremony held on Campbell Barracks. 
 
The 24-year veteran, who last served as the installation command 
sergeant major at Fort Belvoir, Va., told attendees that she was ex-
cited in joining “the IMCOM-Europe team in confronting challenges 
and championing issues” to better the lives of Soldiers and families. 
 
Having previously served in Heidelberg, Anbiya said she “fully un-
derstands the importance of providing our people quality and quality 
facilities … and with the ‘home away from home’ they deserve.” 
 
Devens, a former director of IMCOM-East, recalled working with 
Anbiya while at Fort Belvoir, saying: “She is as proficient in the gar-
rison business as any command sergeant major we have in the 
Army. I also know her to be a strong supporter of mission com-
manders and an advocate for Soldiers and families.” 
 
Devens added that she believes Anbiya is the right senior noncom-
missioned officer “to coach, teach and mentor garrison NCOs… She 
will be a great partner to the region and to U.S. Army Europe and 7th 
Army as we shape the future and tackle tomorrow’s challenges.”  
 
“I have absolute faith in her abilities,” Devens said, “in helping our 
team make steady progress in achieving both USAREUR and 7th 

Army and IMCOM goals.” 
 
Anbiya, who holds a master’s degree from Oklahoma University, is 
only the third Soldier to serve as the commander sergeant major of 
IMCOM-Europe, with her predecessor being IMCOM Command

IMCOM-Europe command sergeant major arrives

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Danville, Va., got excited as soon as she realized that she could enter. 
 
“I saw the flier and said, oh, my goodness, I would love to do it,” she 
said. “I know every year they have it, but this year they said Family 
members could participate, and I was like, ‘Great, that’s me!” 
 
Next thing Dodson knew, she was wowing crowds at Rohr’s Diner in 
Schweinfurt. Shortly thereafter, she was at Fort Belvoir’s Wallace 
Theater singing Jennifer Hudson’s “And I’m Telling You I’m Not Go-
ing” and Shania Twain’s “You’re Still the One.” 
 
“It worked out perfectly,” Dodson explained of opening with a power-
ful song that’s very busy, loud and energetic. “The judges said I had a 
wonderful voice but they wanted me to calm it down, so it worked out 
perfectly because “You’re Still the One” is a calm, love song and it 
was country – so a gospel girl singing a country love song showed 
my versatility.” 
 
McElveen never dreamed being a Soldier’s daughter could open 
such doors. 
 
“Never,” she said. “But, I thought maybe I’m not deserving, because 
I’m just a daughter – I don’t serve.  
 
“But when I think about it, yeah, we do. My dad wasn’t there all the 
time. It was like being raised in a single-parent home.” 
 
Dodson seconded that sentiment. 
 
“I’ve been on both sides,” she said. “I got out of the military in 2006, 
so I’m able to understand both sides. Family members go through a 
lot. They have to be strong, too. You have to be strong when your 
Soldier has to go. You’ve got to be understanding and know that this 
is what they’re doing to support their Family.  
 
“Family members have to be just as strong as their Soldier be-
cause when that Soldier has to go . . . you’ve got to stand up and 
hold it all together.” 
 
The vocalists’ communities supported them much like they would 
deploying troops. 
 
“I heard that my MWR passed out buttons with my picture on it that 
said Vote for Fatima on OpRisingStar.com,” McElveen said. “They 
also had a big banner and a vote day luncheon. 
 
“I didn’t expect any of this, so this has been an amazing journey for 
me. I was so nervous backstage that I just wanted to burst. I’m glad 
it’s all over. I’m sad it’s all over. All this emotion – you can only take 
so much in three days.” 
 
In the semifinals, McElveen sang Martina McBride’s “Anyway.”  She 
followed with Etta James’ “At Last” for her finale.  
 
“I’m proud of myself that I got up there and I did that because if you 
could’ve seen me backstage – everybody was trying to calm me 
down and telling me to drink some water. I cough when I get nervous 
and I’d just cough and cough and cough until I made myself sick.” 
 
When she took the stage, however, McElveen looked like a pol-
ished performer. 
 
“I’m really blessed, and I’m happy that I can share my music with 
members of the greatest military force in the world,” she said. “I hope 
I made Fort Campbell very proud. I really do.” 
 
“America’s Got Talent” producer Nigel Caaro, one of three judges for 
Operation Rising Star, was touched by the sincerity of the Army 
MWR program. 
“I was so impressed that within an organization that exists for very 

different reasons, there is an outlet for every kind of talent,” Caaro 
said. “Whatever you’re enlisted as, if you have a desire or a dream, 
you can fulfill it. I think it’s great the Army allows that to happen – they 
give the time and the space to find out what talent they have and 
provide an outlet for it. 
 
“It was amazing that one of the contestants actually said they forgot it 
was a competition until people started to be eliminated.” 
 
The last one eliminated hopes to build upon the experience. 
 
“I want it to lead somewhere,” McElveen said. “When I get on stage 
and sing, I don’t think about it like I want to be famous, this is me, 
watch this. I just sing. But when people come up to me and hand me 
(business) cards and stuff, I’m like, ‘I can do it. I want to do it.’ 
 
“I want to perform for more people and in different places. I want to 
see the world. I’d love to sing with a live band every night.” 
 
Dodson’s first-place prize will move her one step closer to her dream 
of recording an inspirational gospel CD. She won an all-expenses-
paid trip for two to Los Angeles to record a three-song demo CD at 
DMI Music Studios. She wishes she could take all of the Operation 
Rising Star finalists to California. 
 
“Every semifinalist and every finalist are gifted men and women,” 
Dodson said. “All of them were so great. This prize could have easily 
gone to any of them. I’m honored to win, but just to be able to sing 
with those guys and to meet everyone here was an honor, as well.” 
 
McElveen won $1,000 as runner-up. Army Spc. Cyril Powell of Fort 
Bragg, N.C., earned $500 for third place.  
 
Army Staff Sgt. Victor Trinidad of Fort Lewis, Wash.; Air Force Staff 
Sgt. Dirik Cole of Soto Cano Air Base, Honduras; and Army Pfc. Star 
Exum of Camp Red Cloud, South Korea, rounded out the six finalists. 
 
Contestants at the installation level won $500 for first place, $250 for 
second, and $100 for third.

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16th Sustainment Brigade takes on Iraqi water issues

AL-QAYARRAH, Iraq – The 16th Sustain-
ment Brigade took a major step in its effort 
to get water to the drought-prone Ninawa 
Province in northern Iraq Nov. 5. 
 
Soldiers and contractors from contingency 
operating base Q-West began installation of 
a second high-capacity, multi-stage centrifu-
gal water-pump at the Al-Qayyarah pump 
house near the Tigris River. The pump 
house, which provides water to many com-
munities in the province as well as Q-West, 
has been shut down since September.  
 
The ongoing effort, spearheaded by the 
brigade, will replace failing water pumps 
and lines, repair a concrete raw-water stor-
age area and build additional water reser-
voirs, and coordinate Iraqi and U.S. involve-
ment in day-to-day operations and security 
to provide water to regional Iraqi communi-
ties and to Q-West, said Lt. Col. Eric Flem-
ing, deputy commander for the brigade. 
 
“It’s not only important for the brigade, but 
also for the base, for its life support and 
mission support in northern Iraq, and it has 
the added benefit of supporting the local 
community with water, so it’s a good out-
reach and relationship-building project,” 
Fleming said. 
The infrastructure projects to get water to 
the region are expected to cost close to $1 
million when complete, Fleming said. 
 
Q-West, formerly an Iraqi air force base 
under Saddam Hussein, shares water from 
the pump house with the town of Al-
Qayyarah and smaller villages that haven’t 
been immune to the region’s water woes. 
 
“Water has been an ongoing issue for us 
here at Q-West for many years,” said Lt. 
Col. Keith Dinn, commander of 76th Brigade 
Special Troops Battalion, and outgoing Con-
tingency Operating Base mayor. “We are 
aggressively pursuing every viable option 
available, with varying degrees of success.” 
 
The Bamberg, Germany-based sustainment 
brigade is coordinating projects with an Air 
Force facilities engineering team, the Army 
Corps of Engineers, Iraqi Army, police and 
provincial leadership, U.S. contractors, De-
fense Contract Management Agency, and 
others through a “water working group.”  
 
The pump house needed major repairs. 
 
Soldiers and contractors have repaired and 
reinstalled the four lift pumps that take water 

from the river into a cistern, though they 
plan to replace them soon. They have had 
to make “from scratch” specialized equip-
ment to remove silt and other materials from 
the 70-foot-deep cistern. 
 
They had to remove water from the flooded 
pump house, patch the leaks, and wench 
out the heavy, defective pumps and motors. 
Inside the pump house there were eight 
pumps that fed two separate water lines, 
most worn-out and un-repairable. 
 
Four of the pumps, feed a 12-inch water line 
that provides water primarily to the nearby 
city of Al-Qayyarah through a water treat-
ment plant, were replaced by an Air Force 
facilities engineering team. Another four 
pumps at the treatment plant will be re-
placed to ensure Al-Qayyarah receives 
treated water.  
 
The remaining four pumps at the pump 
house fed a 16-inch line that runs 25 kilo-
meters to COB Q-West, though several 
villages and communities have tapped into 
the untreated-water line.  
 
Base water planners have had water 
shipped in from nearby Army installations 

and local national businesses to fill the 
gap since the pump house was shut 
down. After the two new pumps have 
been installed, taps will be turned on at 
the pump house again. 
 
“With these two pumps, and two more that 
are on order, we can start providing enough 
water to meet the needs of the citizens of Al
-Qayyarah and other villages that use water 
from the line, as well as Q-West,” said Sgt. 
1st Class Robert Roach, water operations 
non-commissioned officer in charge, 76th 
Brigade Special Troops Battalion and Q-
West Mayor’s Cell. 
 
One contractor was grateful for the news 
pumps and parts. 
 
“They’ll make a difference,” said David 
Baker, a 46-year-old master plumber “We 
have all-new stuff to work with. I was mak-
ing bearing shims out of aluminum cans and 
hacksaw-blade pieces just to keep the bear-
ings from flying off the motor shaft.” 
 
The improvements to the pump house are 
only part of the solution, said Maj. Roger 
Jackson, engineering projects officer, 16th 
Sustainment Brigade. 
 
Besides the 16 pumps being replaced, at a 
cost of more than $600,000, the brigade 
plans to line “Lake Wisconsin,” a 30-million-
gallon water reservoir at Q-West, to prevent 
seepage-loss, and to deepen existing reser-
voirs and dig an additional one to store 
more water. 
 
“By the time all these lakes are finished, 
we’ll have five lakes with a capability of 
100 million gallons of water storage,” 
Jackson said. 
 
Jackson was optimistic about the progress 
the brigade is making since it started the 
water working group in August. 
 
“I don’t have a crystal ball, but if everything 
is working properly, by the end of Decem-
ber, we should see a major increase in the 
amount of water we’re receiving,” he said. 
 
Jackson said he couldn’t understate the impor-
tance of getting water to the base and region. 
 
“For a base to remain open there has to 
be a consistent water source,” he said. “If 
Q-West is going to increase its water 
supply, it has to be solved. Water is im-
portant for the morale, health and well-
being of Soldiers. And water and electric-
ity infrastructure projects improve the 
overall well-being of people in Iraq, and 
contribute to a more stable country.”
