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Barracks to be managed by garrisons

Installations throughout Europe are chang-

ing the way single Soldier barracks are 

managed through an initiative called the 

First Sergeant's Barracks Program. 

 

Bamberg is no exception and started imple-

menting the program last year when the 

housing division took over buildings 7043, 

7090 and 7003 as test sites, said Sylvia 

Renger, FSBP manager for Bamberg’s Di-

rectorate of Public Works Housing Division. 

 

―This allowed us to see what actually had to 

be done to turn over a building to housing 

and to see what the daily management en-

tailed,‖ Renger said. ―The program was es-

tablished to improve single Soldier quality of 

life by standardizing living conditions 

throughout the Army.‖ 

 

FSBP is designed to move the responsibility 

of maintaining daily operations of the bar-

racks from assigned units to garrison staff 

members.  

 

Similar to Army Family Housing Manage-

ment, garrisons will maintain the control, 

accountability, maintenance, utilization and 

disposition of the facilities. 

 

―It allows (unit leaders) to focus on their 

operational mission, leadership and training, 

without the everyday tasks of managing 

room assignments, terminations, key control 

and ensuring maintenance requests are 

submitted and executed,‖ Renger said.  

 

Every first sergeant will have a one-on-one 

briefing with the site manager before turning 

over the building and keys. The briefing is 

given to them on what to expect and the 

services provided and offers them the 

chance to raise questions or concerns. A list 

of occupants for the specific building is ob-

tained to allow for preparation of necessary 

documents and updates to the housing 

electronic management system. A section of 

housing will be in charge of checking ten-

ants in and out, preparing vacated rooms for 

new tenants, keeping track of furniture and 

making repairs. 

 

Every Soldier receives a briefing at the time 

of turnover; barracks rooms are inspected 

for the current condition; repairs are made if 

necessary; government furnishings are in-

ventoried and each Soldier signs a hand 

receipt acknowledging the inventory and 

condition of their government furnishings. 

Each Soldier is responsible and liable for 

the items listed on his or her hand receipt.  

 

When a Soldier vacates barracks because 

of a Permanent Change of Station or Expi-

ration Term of Service, repairs are made to 

the room, walls are painted and furniture is 

exchanged as necessary. The room is then 

ready for assignment to another Soldier.

Loss of dental clinic staff 

affects family members, 

retirees, not mission

Warner Barracks’ family members and retirees may 

have noticed a recent change in appointment availabil-

ity at the dental clinic. 

 

Due to a shortage of more than a quarter of its staff, the 

dental clinic currently has no Space Available appoint-

ments. Since family members and retirees are meant to 

receive appointments on a Space-A basis, this will di-

rectly affect where they receive care, but not the acces-

sibility of treatment. 

 

Dr. (Lt. Col.) James P. Wood, Bamberg Dental Clinic 

commander, explained the reason for the recent loss of 

providers and the changes community members can 

expect. 

 

―There have been no job cuts,‖ Wood said. ―A lot of our 

employees are wives or husbands of active duty Sol-

Paratroopers help seize 

illegal weapons in Logar

LOGAR PROVINCE, Afghanistan -- Afghan 

National Directorate of Security (NDS), Czech 

and U.S. Coalition Forces from Task Force 

Bayonet conducted an operation Jan. 26, in Pol

-e Alam District, Logar Province, which resulted 

in the seizure of several caches, containing 

illegal weapons and ammunition including 

Rocket Propelled Grenades, rockets, gre-

nades, Improvised Explosive Device-making 

materials and small-arms ammunition.   

 

The combined force responded to a tip, moved 

into the area, met with local leaders and ex-

plained the purpose of the operation.   

 

They unearthed bags containing the contra-

band weapons and ammunition.   

 

The force recovered the arms and ammunition 

for the safety of the local population. The illegal 

caches were then brought to a safe location 

and destroyed. 

 

―Every illegal weapon cache we remove brings 

increased security to the people of these vil-

lages and districts‖ said Army Capt. Daniel 

Williams, who led the U.S. element on the op-

eration. ―The mission would not have been 

successful without the NDS.  They were instru-

mental in talking with the local elders and locat-

ing the caches.‖    

 

USAREUR updates installation 

access policy, procedures

MANNHEIM, Germany -- Officials at the 

U.S. Army Europe Office of the Provost 

Marshal announced changes to controls 

for installation pass holders and modified 

procedures that are the result of an up-

date to the USAREUR installation access 

directive. 

 

OPM officials stressed that the proce-

dures for authorized ID card holders have 

not changed in the update to Army in 

Europe Regulation 190-16, which gov-

erns access to USAREUR installations. 

 

―The regulation now requires individuals 

who are signed in to be escorted at all 

times while on the installation and then 

signed out when they leave,‖ said Du-

Wayne Bredvik, physical security officer 

at the USAREUR Office of the Provost 

Marshal.  

 

People with sign-in privileges are now 

personally responsible for the people 

they sign on to an installation.    

 

―For example, it is not uncommon for 

people with no access to our installations 

to wait outside a gate and ask U.S. per-

sonnel to sign them on, saying they want 

to go to an on-post club,‖ Bredvik said.   

There have been situations where a per-

son who was signed on was left at a club 

and then caused an altercation to which 

military and local police had to respond. 

 

In addition, Bredvik added, Force Protec-

tion Condition Bravo is now the standard 

threat level that applies to most installa-

tion pass categories such as contractors. 

In the future, sponsors of installation 

pass holders will have to justify why their 

applicants require access during times of 

crisis or attack -- FPCONs Charlie or 

Delta. Access to installations during 

those FPCON categories is limited to 

essential personnel as designated by 

their job descriptions.  

 

The revision also means that host-nation 

military and government officials, NATO 

military members, and visitors will have 

to renew their installation passes every 

two years instead of the current require-

ment to renew every five years, OPM 

officials said. 

 

―During an audit, we discovered many 

installation pass holders in these catego-

ries forgot to turn in their installation pass 

as required when they leave,‖ Bredvik 

said. He explained that a records review

Heart disease continues to be the leading 

cause of death in the United States. The 

most common cause of heart disease is 

coronary artery disease, which most com-

monly presents itself as a heart attack. More 

than one million Americans were affected by 

this form of heart disease in 2009.  

 

The good news is that there are steps you 

can take to help prevent yourself from be-

coming a victim of heart disease. 

 

The most common risk factors for heart 

disease are: high cholesterol, high blood 

pressure, obesity, diabetes, tobacco use, 

age, family history of heart disease and 

race.  

 

You cannot change your age, family or race, 

but there are many things you can do to 

affect the other factors.  

 

A healthy diet and lifestyle, to include in-

creased activity, are the first steps in taking 

charge of your health. Many people make 

this harder than necessary. 

 

Remember, it is your overall diet and activity 

level that counts. As far as diet, there are 

some simple steps you can take: 

 

 Choose lean meats and poultry 

without skin. Cook them in prod-

ucts without extra saturated or 

Trans fats. 

 

 Use fat-free or low-fat dairy prod-

ucts like skim or one percent milk. 

 Reduce your intake of Trans fats. If  

you’re wondering what has Trans 

fat in it, read the package’s dietary 

information. It will mention if a 

product contains Trans fats. 

 

 Reduce your daily cholesterol in-

take. 

 

 Decrease the amount of beverages 

you drink that contain added sug-

ars. 

 

 Lower your salt intake. The 

current recommendation is 

less than 2,300 mg per day. 

 

 Control portion sizes and 

slow down while you eat. If 

you eat fast, it takes 

longer for your body to 

realize it is full. Eating 

slower will help prevent 

overeating. 

 

 If you drink alcohol, drink in 

moderation. You may have read 

studies that say alcohol is good for 

the heart, but that is true only in 

moderation. No more than one 

drink per night for women and no 

more than two drinks for men. 

Lowering your alcohol intake can 

also lower your blood pressure. 

 

 Increasing your physical activity is 

the easiest and one of the most 

important things you can do to 

improve your heart health. It could 

be something as simple as 

going outside with the 

kids and play-

ing. But 

please remember, if you 

haven’t exercised 

recently or if 

you want to 

start a new 

program, it is 

advised you 

visit with 

your physi-

cian and 

check your 

health status 

b e f o r e 

s tar t -

ing.  

 

 Last but not least, 

you should become familiar with 

the signs and symptoms of a heart 

attack. Some heart attacks are 

sudden and intense, but others can 

start as a very mild pain or discom-

fort. Here are some of the signs of 

a heart attack: chest discomfort 

such as pain, pressure, squeezing, 

crushing feeling or fullness; dis-

comfort in other areas of the upper 

body such as your back, arms, 

neck, jaw or stomach; shortness of 

breath; cold sweat; nausea; or 

lightheadedness.  

 

 

If you experience any of these symptoms, 

you should contact your physician or call 

your local emergency services. 

 

For more information about heart disease 

and how to prevent it, contact your local 

clinic to get an appointment with your phy-

sician.

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―The garrison did a good job of informing 

the tenant units about the program,‖ said 1st 

Lt. Monika Comeaux, 173rd Brigade Sup-

port Battalion rear detachment commander.  

 

The program should free up Soldiers and 

their leaders from the workload associated 

with daily barracks operations. 

 

―The FSBP takes some responsibilities off 

the unit commanders’ and their supply ser-

geants’ shoulders,‖ Comeaux said. ―The 

barracks furniture will no longer be on their 

hand receipts which in turn frees up some 

time to focus on their mission or training 

Soldiers. It also teaches the Soldier to be a 

more responsible individual since they will 

be signed for the furniture in their barracks.‖ 

 

Although the roles and responsibility are 

changing, the transition doesn’t lessen the 

involvement of the command in maintaining 

unit integrity and discipline.  

 

―FSBP is an extension and not a replace-

ment of the command,‖ Renger said. ―First 

sergeants and other leaders still have disci-

plinary responsibilities (and) have to ensure 

the cleanliness of common use areas.‖ 

 

―They will have access to the barracks 24-

7,‖ she said. 

 

Leaders will still have to be involved in how 

their Soldiers are housed and how they live, 

Comeaux said.  

 

―They still have to do health and welfare 

inspections,‖ Comeaux said.  

 

While Installation Management Command-

Europe Command Sgt. Maj. Tracey Anbiya 

said some Soldiers have expressed concern 

that FSBP will hurt unit integrity, other Sol-

diers are more apprehensive about the 

speed bumps the program could encounter 

during its implementation. 

 

―I hope there is a quick and efficient way of 

charging Soldiers for lost and damaged 

furniture, so when the Soldier is clearing 

post, it does not keep him from ETSing or 

PCSing,‖ Comeaux said. 

 

Comeaux believes the program should be 

assessed throughout its implementation to 

fine tune the processes. 

 

Bamberg plans to run the program in all its 

barracks’ buildings by the end of April.

Military families gain access to free, online tutoring

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26, 2010 – The De-

fense Department has launched a free, 

online tutoring service for servicemembers 

and their families. 

 

The site, www.tutor.com/military, offers 

round-the-clock professional tutors who 

can assist with homework, studying, test 

preparation, resume writing and more. 

 

Marine Corps and Army Families have had 

access to the program for more than a year. 

Seeing the program’s value, Defense De-

partment officials decided to expand the ser-

vice to encompass all servicemembers and 

their Families, officials said. 

 

―Providing 24/7 academic and career sup-

port for military Families during a time 

when so many parents have a deployed 

spouse has been an important and well-

received benefit for Marine Corps and 

Army Families,‖ said Tommy T. Tho-

mas, deputy undersecretary of de-

fense for military community and family policy. 

 

―We are pleased to expand this program to all U.S. military Families 

and provide peace of mind that their children are never alone when 

it comes to learning – there is always a certified, professional tutor 

available to help,‖ he said. 

 

Active duty servicemembers, National Guard and reserve per-

sonnel on active duty in a deployed status, Defense Depart-

ment civilians in a deployed status and their depend-

ents are eligible to participate, officials said.  

 

Along with test preparation, the site is open to 

students of any age – from kindergartners to 

high school seniors – for one-on-one help in 

math, science, social studies and English. 

 

Many of these students, officials said, are mak-

ing the most of the live, one-on-one help.  

 

―Thanks for having this service when our family 

is separated at this time due to deployments 

and training,‖ a 6th grader of a Marine said. 

―My father is unable to help one-on-one.‖ 

 

―I really appreciate this,‖ a 9th-grade program partici-

pant, said. ―It really helps me understand my school-

work. It's going to really help me ace my exams coming 

up. I am definitely going to use this very often.‖ 

 

Tutor.com’s network includes more 

than 1,800 professional tutors and 

career specialists who have deliv-

ered more than 5 million one-on-one tutoring sessions since 2001, 

officials said.  

 

Each tutor is certified through the site, and all sessions are re-

corded for quality control. 

showed many individuals with active instal-

lation passes had not entered an installa-

tion in more than a year, but that those 

passes are designed for those who require 

recurring access on a regular basis. 

 

Another change requires citizens of Cuba, 

Syria, Sudan and Iran to get approval from 

a garrison commander to enter installations 

under that commander's control.

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diers, several of whom have recently 

PCS’ed. Also some of our contractors have 

decided they’re ready to move home.‖ 

 

One of the clinic’s dentists recently ex-

tended her deployment to continue to serve 

troops downrange, further affecting the 

staff’s resources.  

 

―The thing is, as far as our mission goes, 

treating Soldiers, we’re doing very well,‖ he 

said. ―The main thing to realize is that we 

are not funded to see family members. The 

Army says that we can do it overseas be-

cause sometimes locations are remote or 

people are more comfortable seeing an 

American dentist who speaks English.‖ 

 

The effect has not hindered the clinic’s mis-

sion, but does affect appointment availability 

for family members and retirees, Wood said. 

What most beneficiaries don’t seem to un-

derstand is that local off-post providers 

should be their main source of dental care. 

 

―TRICARE is not the secondary choice; 

they’re the primary choice,‖ Wood said. ―We 

should be the secondary choice according 

to the Army. TRICARE Dental is a program 

of the United States Army and that is what 

the Army really wants family members to 

use.‖  

 

Not only are approved dental facilities avail-

able off-post, there are several TRICARE 

preferred providers in Bamberg. 

 

Dr. George Schad of the TRICARE Europe 

Dental Office explained the standards he 

and his colleagues expect local national 

dental clinics to achieve before listing them 

as preferred providers.  

 

―Dr. (David) Corman and I have gone out to 

visit a number of the dentists that are in and 

around our communities,‖ Schad said. ―We 

have a list of criteria we think it is critical 

that dentists meet.‖ 

 

The criteria are:  

 

-The dentist at the practice must speak Eng-

lish  

-The dentist must be a graduate of a dental 

school 

-The dentist must be licensed in his or her 

country of practice 

-Employees at the practice must sterilize 

their instruments 

-Employees at the practice must wear a 

mask and gloves when treating a patient  

 

It is crucial that they do this, Schad said. 

Preferred providers have also agreed to 

directly file the patient care claim with the 

insurance company. 

 

Those dentists that comply with these stan-

dards but don’t see a high number of pa-

tients are usually placed on the verified pro-

viders list. 

 

―The local national dentists are very quali-

fied,‖ Schad said. ―They have very nice of-

fices; they speak English in most offices. 

We’re getting very good care and service, 

especially here in Germany. And they’re 

willing and want to have a relationship with 

American patients. The ones that have that 

relationship seem to find it very rewarding.‖ 

  

Wood said that the lack of appointment 

availability should be temporary and that 

space should become available in the near 

future, but family members and retirees 

should feel confident that local providers 

can meet their dental needs.   

 

Aside from a few select training facilities 

that are exceptions, military dental clinics in 

the states only see Soldiers, Schad said. 

Family members and retirees must seek 

treatment from civilian dental clinics. 

  

―Ninety percent of the family members in the 

military are part of the TRICARE dental pro-

gram in the U.S.,‖ he said. ―Family members 

are on a Space Available basis on post, so 

that availability is inconsistent. Most of the 

time when people are going overseas from 

the states they are advised to stay enrolled 

in the TRICARE Dental program.‖ 

 

He reminded family members and retirees 

that enrollment in TRICARE Prime does not 

cover dental care.  

 

―The (TRICARE Dental) program is really 

under-utilized,‖ Wood said. ―We have a 

good surgery clinic, yet a lot of people are 

waiting to get things done and they could 

easily get them done on the economy.‖ 

 

Schad said it is very common in larger mili-

tary communities overseas for family mem-

bers to use off-post dental clinics.  

 

It is a great health care option because the 

government pays 60 percent of the insur-

ance premium, he said. The other good 

thing about being overseas is that there are 

cost shares on most procedures, with little 

cost to the patient.  

 

To ensure that beneficiaries are aware of 

procedure costs, many preferred providers 

agree to pre-treatment estimates. 

 

―We recommend highly that people utilize 

the preferred dentists,‖ Schad said.  

  

A children’s dentist is currently in place at 

the Bamberg clinic so youth appointments 

should not be affected. 

 

―As soon as we possibly can, we will take 

care of family members again,‖ Wood said. 

―Retiree appointments are on a standby 

basis.‖ 

 

Despite the recent staff loss, the clinic con-

tinues to complete its mission and succeed 

in providing care for the Soldiers it is meant 

to serve. 

 

―We’re right around 97 percent on our readi-

ness,‖ Wood said. ―Our mission is going 

along beautifully.‖  

 

Readiness refers to the level of a clinic’s 

fulfillment of dealing with issues. The higher 

the class ranking of the issue, the higher the 

concern. To have 100 percent readiness, a 

clinic must have completed dealing with all 

Class 3 and Class 4 patients and be pre-

pared to deploy, he explained.  

 

―Wellness means you’re into Class 1 and 

you have everything done, and we’re actu-

ally calling up those people and getting 

them in for appointments,‖ Wood said. 

―Because the bulk of the Soldiers are gone, 

we’re not behind at all on our mission.‖  

 

Family members and retirees will be as-

sisted by the dental clinic in the case of an 

emergency, Wood said.  

 

Soldiers, aside from approved circum-

stances, are not eligible to use off-post den-

tal facilities.
