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New IMCOM logo to illustrate 2010-2017 Campaign Plan

Military community members will now see a
symbolic icon representing the progressive
goals of Installation Management Com-
mand, the headquarters of Army garrisons
worldwide.

The logo, developed to coincide with the
2010-2017 Installation Management Cam-
paign Plan rollout and to run in conjunction
with the IMCOM emblem, is representative
of the four major facets of Army community
life: stewardship, readiness, facilities and
Families.

Kathy Aydt, chief of Strategic Communica-
tions of Assistant Chief of Staff for Installa-
tion Management/IMCOM, was asked by
IMCOM Commander Lt. Gen. Rick Lynch to
create a logo representative of the new
goals, following the rollout of the plan March
5.

“He is very interested in instilling pride and
ownership within the workforce and wanted
something that really symbolized the impor-
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tance of the work that we do and for the
Soldiers,” Aydt said. “He felt it should be a
logo that people could really relate to and
get behind.”

The team drew on the creative efforts of
Family Morale Welfare and Recreation Cen-
ter and Army Evaluation Center marketing

divisions as well as engaging members of
the Installation Management community to
ensure the new image magnified the most
significant aspects of the Army community.

“We extended it to our community at large in
a type of contest format and solicited all the
input,” Aydt said.

The result, after only a one-week window for
submissions, was more than 70 different
versions of a logo to represent IMCOM.

More than 2,000 people then contributed
their opinions by voting on a symbol. The
top choice contained all the elements the
project team had hoped for.

“We were thrilled that it was the one se-
lected,” Aydt said. “It was designed to in-
voke pride in our command and our mis-
sion. The symbols are strong and the colors
are bold, as is our mission and our commit-
ment to fulfilling that mission.”

Aydt explained that each element in the final
design had a specific significance to repre-

Isn't this their
job? | don't feel safe letting my kids play at this playground if kids
are lighting stuff on fire and the MPs ignore phone calls. Thank
you.

Commander’'s Response:
Thanks for the comment and thanks also to your neighbor, who
sent one as well, though he/she did not leave any contact info.

| occasionally get similar questions from the community... some-
thing like “Hey, we called the MPs and they never showed up.” |
am not saying that this never happens, unfortunately, it occasion-
ally does. However it is not the norm, and when it does occur it is
usually because the MPs are already engaged in other activities.
MOST of time, the MPs are able to get on scene within 10 min-
utes.

With that said, | would ask that in the future, if you (and this ap-
plies to all of you) call the MPs and a patrol does not show up
within 10 minutes, call back and ask about the status. As | said,
sometimes patrols can be involved elsewhere and so it may take
a while longer to respond, but at least then you will know.

In this situation, the MPs actually did respond. In fact, the patrol
supervisor was dispatched while your neighbor was on the phone.
Unfortunately, the exact location of the child was not clear, and so
the patrol supervisor was not unable to identify the reported activ-
ity. This brings up another important point, and one | would again
ask all of you in our community to help with. When you call the
MPs regarding an incident, please leave your name and contact
information so that if we are having trouble identifying where the
incident is occurring we can contact you directly for clarification.

For those of you who don’t know, in my initial e-mail response to
this ICE comment, | asked the writer of the ICE comment a ques-
tion. Most of you know | am a big fan of personal responsibility
and so | asked “Why did you and/or your neighbor fail to act your-
selves?” | am glad | did and | was both pleased with the response
but also disappointed, you will see why if you read on.

| found out that this person has in fact taken direct action with this
particular child before. This was not the first time this same kid
had done something inappropriate while outside and essentially
unsupervised. Previously this child was seen playing with a
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kitchen knife outside. During this incident, our ICE commenter
actually went so far as to escort the child to his parent's house
and speak with them about it. Of course, the parents said they
would take care of it. Unfortunately, the very next day the child
was seen back outside up to his same antics.

The good news here is that we have many responsible adults in
this community; adults who are not afraid to get involved and take
action when they see something that is not right. To all of you |
say THANK YOU.

Unfortunately, we also have some irresponsible adults and par-
ents. To you | say, your failure to take action only serves to allow
the kids to think they can get away with things like this. When |
was a kid, neighbors used to "snatch" us up all the time when we
were doing something wrong and they always told our parents
who then imposed some type of punishment. | have to say, | am
truly disappointed by the fact that some of you simply fail to take
responsibility for the actions of your own children and that others
of you sometimes fail to act.

The sad fact is, | can never, nor can my MPs, be everywhere all
the time. Adults in our community need to stand up and take ac-
tion themselves when things like this occur. | can assure | do,
routinely. Especially with something as clearly unsafe as this, or
when kids are not wearing bike helmets, or helmets when riding
skate boards. It is not hard, and it makes a difference. Together,
we can be nearly everywhere, nearly all the time.

My hope in using this comment in the “Warner Weekly” is that it
will encourage and empower people to take action. To do what is
right. To act in a reasonable and responsible manner when you
see wrong-doing. If we all do our part, our kids would soon realize
that they can’t get by with doing things like this. Maybe, just
maybe, this “Warner Weekly” comment will get that message
across to the community and we can start to curb this type of
thing.

Again, | want to thank you (the author of the comment) for taking
action in this case previously and for calling the MPs in this inci-
dent and for writing the comment. | apologize that we did not
catch this child, but by the sounds of it, we will. Stay vigilant and
let us know when something like this is happening again.

Remember, | can’t fix something if | don’t know it is broken so
keep your comments coming. They are a great way to help iden-
tify what needs fixing here at our pym

home in Bamberg.

Liberty Trail Ride in Normandy, France

Registration is now open for the Normandy Lib-
erty Trail ride, a challenging recreational cycling
trip June 4-6 through some of the most beautiful
countryside and militarily significant regions of
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France's Cotentin Peninsula. The ride coincides
with D-Day memorial observances and the event
is an annual pilgrimage for cyclists throughout
U.S. Army Europe.

lunches (plus snacks) and also covers the motor-
cycle escort, emergency medical and roadside
repair services, and a “sag” bus. Registration is
limited to 400 cyclists (only road/racing bikes are
allowed) and deadline for registration is April 15.

Puerto Rican Birth Certificates

In December 2009, the government of Puerto
Rico, in collaboration with the U.S. Department of
State and the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security, enacted a new law aimed at strengthen-
ing the issuance and usage of birth certificates to
combat fraud and protect the identity of all people
born in Puerto Rico. On July 1 this law will invali-
date all birth certificates issued before July 1
2010 by the Puerto Rico Health Department,
through its Vital Statistics Record Office. Affected
Soldiers, civilian employees and family members
will need to request issuance of a new birth cer-
tificate. It is recommended that all citizens born in
Puerto Rico but residing overseas obtain a copy
of the new birth certificate by filing out a Birth
Certificate Application form from the Puerto Rico
Vital Statistics Record office on or after July 1.

Enhanced-Overseas Tricare Retiree Dental Program

With the second year of the new contract in full swing, Delta Dental
takes this opportunity to remind retired
service members living overseas about the
dental benefits available to them under the
TRICARE Retiree Dental Program (TRDP).

More detailed information about the En- N

hanced-Overseas TRDP is available by
visiting the Frequently Asked Questions
section on the Web site at www.trdp.org/
enr/osfag.html, through the local RAO, or
by calling Delta Dental’s special international toll-free number, 866-
721-8737.

Effective October 1, 2008, retired Uniformed Service members and
their families who reside permanently overseas became eligible to
enroll in the Enhanced-Overseas TRDP for access to their program
benefits anywhere in the world.

Overseas retirees and eligible family members may enroll in the
Enhanced-Overseas TRDP anytime by accessing the Web site at
www.trdp.org or calling Delta Dental toll-free by dialing their coun-
try’s AT&T USADirect Access Number + 866-721-8737.

The Enhanced-Overseas TRDP carries a $50-per-person-per-year
deductible with a family cap of $150 and an annual maximum of
$1,200 per person against which preventive and diagnostic services
are not counted. Coverage for these services as well as for basic
restorative, periodontic, endodontic, oral surgery and dental emer-

TRICARE Europe

gency services is available immediately upon the effective date of
coverage (the first of the month following enroliment).

Crowns, bridges, full and partial dentures, orthodontics and many
dental implant services are available after only
12 months of continuous enrollment, payable at
50 percent of the amount allowed by the TRDP.

Premium rates for enrollees in the Enhanced-
Overseas TRDP are based on the enrollment
option selected (i.e., single enroliment, two-
person enrollment, or family enrolliment of three
or more persons) and are subject to adjustment
on Oct. 1 of each contract year (Oct. 1 through
Sept. 30). Current premium rates for enrollees in the Enhanced-
Overseas TRDP are available by entering ZIP Code “00000” on the
TRDP Web site’s Premium Search page at www.trdp.org/pro/
premiumSrch.html or by contacting Delta Dental at the toll-free
number listed above.

Enrollees in the Enhanced-Overseas TRDP can visit any licensed
dentist of their choice. While Delta Dental does not maintain a den-
tist network overseas, enrollees who do not already have an over-
seas dentist can access an extensive list of dentists and dental clin-
ics in virtually every country in the world through Delta Dental’s free
international referral service as well as by using the online Host
Nation Provider search tool.

Enrollees who need to locate an overseas dentist may call the inter-
national referral service toll-free from inside the U.S. at 888-558-
2705, or collect from anywhere in the world at 312-356-5971. Multi-

tional referral service and the Host Nation
Provider search tool are provided only as
convenient and quick ways for locating a
dentist overseas and that the dentists listed
therein are neither contracted nor otherwise
affiliated with Delta Dental.

Of course, enrollees in the Enhanced-
Overseas TRDP who obtain any of their
allowable services within the TRDP service
area can always seek care from a TRDP
participating network dentist if available.

For services provided by an overseas den-
tist, Enhanced-Overseas TRDP enrollees
will need to pay in full at the time of service
and should obtain a detailed receipt. To be
reimbursed, enrollees must submit their

claims directly to Delta Dental and include a
copy of the receipt. Delta Dental will convert
the fees to U.S. dollars and make payment
directly to the enrollee in U.S. dollars based
on the date of service.

Details on how to submit overseas TRDP
dental claims to Delta Dental are provided in
the Enhanced-Overseas TRDP supplemen-
tal guide that was included with their Bene-
fits Booklet, or by visiting the TRDP web-
site’s Enhanced-Overseas Resources page.

Enrollees can also download and print an
Enhanced-Overseas TRDP claim form from
the web site or make copies using the blank
claim form provided in the supplemental
guide.

senting Army communities and IMCOM'’s objectives for the coming
years.

“You have the green with the tree which symbolizes our steward-
ship,” she said.

“My intent is to provide the facilities, programs and services re-
quired to support Army readiness, sustain the All-Volunteer Force
and provide the infrastructure for current and future mission require-
ments,” Lynch wrote. “I will do so through six Lines of Effort: Soldier
and Family Readiness, Soldier and Family Well-being, Leader and
Workforce Development, Installation Readiness, Safety, Energy
Efficiency and Security as imperatives in all that we do.”

Lt. Col. Gary A. Rosenberg, garrison commander of U.S. Army Gar-
rison Bamberg, attended the campaign rollout conference and as-
sessed the multivalent approach of the new logo.

“IMCOM, through the garrisons, clearly plays a key role in sustain-
ing Soldiers, Families and civilians but we also provide significant
support to continue efforts to restore balance and establish an inte-
grated management system for Army business operations,”
Rosenberg said. ‘I think the new logo clearly helps us focus on
what is important.”

Rosenberg added that he thinks it is important to recognize that the
bottom quadrant, the family grouping is, by design, a bit nebulous.

“It is not clear who is the Soldier, nor is it clear that either is a Sol-
dier; and this is the point,” he said. “Our Army is made up of people,
men and women, Soldiers and civilians, who also deploy in support
of our Army, and their Families. This portion of the logo clearly
speaks directly to IMCOM and the garrison’s role in sustaining our
wonderful Soldiers, Families, and civilians. When we think of sus-
taining however, we must also consider our facilities, which are
represented by the right quadrant of the logo. These structures,
whether family housing, barracks, unit office spaces or other facili-
ties like gyms or child care centers, are also important to sustaining
our Soldiers, Families and civilians.

“At the top of the new logo is the flag, which symbolizes our readi-
ness in support of the Army. Clearly IMCOM and the Garrisons
have an impact on readiness and balance; we are, after all, the

updating existing infrastructure
with more efficient systems and by ensuring new construction
meets energy efficient designs and uses energy efficient systems,
installing new technologies and by leveraging partnerships.”

Rosenberg said USAG Bamberg is a good model for increasingly
eco-friendly living.

“Here in Bamberg | think we are actually out in front in this arena,”
Rosenberg said. “In 2008 Bamberg won the Secretary of the Army
Award for Energy and Water Management in the Small Group Cate-
gory and in 2009 Bamberg won the Secretary of the Army and the
Secretary of Defense Environmental Award for Environmental Qual-
ity in the Overseas category. Additionally we partnered with the
Stadtwerke city utilities of Bamberg who installed and paid approxi-
mately $250,000 for the Solar Photovoltaic Panel Array on top of
the heat plant which generates enough electricity to power seven to
10 houses per year and resulted in a 19 ton annual reduction in
carbon dioxide emissions into the atmosphere.

“Even before all of these achievements Bamberg was leading the
way in Energy Efficiency and Security. We converted our heat plant
from coal to natural gas which was a big increase in efficiency and
was a much cleaner fuel for heating. We have privatized nearly all
of our utilities which has resulted in a higher level of maintenance
and thus efficiency and it also allows us to take advantage of the
fact that Germany is a world leader in the use of renewable energy.”

As garrisons move forward in meeting the goals of the 2010-2017
Campaign plan, the new logo will continue to serve as a reminder to
what IMCOM is built upon, the Soldiers, civilians and Families that
make up the worldwide Army community.

“It doesn’t replace our emblem,” Aydt said. “But the logo is some-
thing General Lynch wants everyone to relate to and everyone feel
like they have a part of.”

Commanders from all IMCOM-Europe garrisons are scheduled to
meet in Heidelberg April 22-23 to develop action plans based on the
six LOE’s listed in the campaign plan.
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
