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USAG Bamberg launches social networking sites

Joining social networks, especially Face-
book, seems to be the cool thing to do these
days. However, that isn't why U.S. Army
Garrison Bamberg joined one of the web’s
most popular networking sites May 6.

The purpose of maintaining a USAG Bam-
berg Facebook page is to provide another
venue for communication within the commu-
nity, said Lt. Col. Gary Rosenberg, USAG
Bamberg commander.

Soldiers, family members, citizens as well
as former residents are now able to post
concerns, questions and comments on the
community page.

The discussion tab, found on the community
page, is used specifically for residents to
post concerns that they would like ad-
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dressed at town hall meetings.

“The fact of the matter is that [the garrison]
is not reaching everyone and Facebook is
very convenient, especially for people such
as single parents who can’t make it to town
hall meetings,” said Rosenberg.

Facebook is also a great way to get the

facts out to more people in a small commu-
nity where information and, sometimes,
misinformation spreads fast, he said. The
site also provides a continuing tie to the
community for families who have moved on
to their next duty station.

“Since having to leave Bamberg, Facebook
has been the best way to keep in touch with
all of our friends and ‘family,” wrote former
Bamberg resident Teri Samarin in a Face-
book message. “It saves on expensive over-
seas phone calls, and we can chat back and
forth and see what is going on in each
other’s lives across the ocean.”

The website has gained more than 200 fans
in its first five days online. Garrison agen-
cies hope that number continues to grow.

Volunteers to be
honored at event

From youth sports to the community bazaar,
volunteers play a big role in the Bamberg
community.

Those volunteers will be honored during the
annual volunteer recognition ceremony May
18 at 6 p.m. at the Warner Conference Cen-
ter. With a theme entitled “Superbowl of Vol-
unteers,” the event will recognize the top six
volunteers in the community along with all
the active volunteers, said Kimberly Millner,
Army Volunteer Corps coordinator.

My wife works off base by gate 5 and she has to
walk all the way around to Gate 3 with a baby carriage, then from
Gate 3 all the way by Gate 5. Also, | think that during PT hours
the gate should be open to incoming personal with POVs just to
cut down on traffic through Gate 3.

Commander's Response:

Thanks for taking the time to submit this comment. Since you did
not leave any contact information, and since this is a subject that
is probably of interest to the entire community, | wanted to ad-
dress it publically in the “Warner Weekly” so other people can be
better informed as well.

First, your wife does not have to walk all the way from Gate 5 to
Gate 3. There is a POD gate that pedestrians can and do use
right at Gate 5 specifically for this purpose. The SMART gate pod
enables pedestrians access to post 24-hours a day. Users enter
into a small shack. Inside the shack is a computer system which
uses the IACS system to confirm the user’s identity by scanning
their identification card and then requiring fingerprint identification
to confirm they are the ID holder. It is easy to use and even if it
does not work as described because of the baby carriage, it is
monitored so the Guards can "buzz" you in.

By closing this gate during the low use periods we have been
able to save approximately $68,000 per year. That is a significant
savings and more than covers the minor inconvenience of having
to drive around to another gate.

Second, we have three gates open in the morning for inbound
vehicular traffic:

- Gate 3 (Zollner Strasse) open 24/7

- Gate 1 (Weissenburg Strasse) open 6 — 9 a.m. for inbound traf-
fic and 9 a.m. — 6 p.m. for outbound traffic Monday - Friday.

- Gate 4 (the Autobahn Gate) open 24/7.

I am not aware of any SIGNIFICANT issues with wait times in the
mornings; there may be some days where the waits are longer
than others, but overall getting inside the gate here in Bamberg is
much easier, and faster, than many other locations here in Ger-
many. If, by this comment, you are telling me that you are late to
work because of the few minutes you have to wait at a gate, then
I am telling you - leave earlier so you are not late.

I am assuming, since you think Gate 5 should be open for in-
bound vehicular traffic in the morning, that you are coming from
that side of base. If this is the case, | suggest you add a few kilo-
meters to your drive and come in through Gate 4 (Autobahn
Gate); there is RARELY a wait here. It really is not far out of your
way, and it is very easy to get to. Go East on Pddeldorfer Strasse
to the North bound entrance of A73, go up a couple of hundred
meters and get off at the entrance to post (the first exit).

With regard to operating times for the gates, we have done the
analysis based on several studies of the actual traffic usage of all
the gates on this post. What we have in place right now is by far
the most efficient usage of the limited resources that we have.

While this may seem "stupid” to you, | can assure you that it is
not. We have literally saved hundreds of thousands of dollars by
more efficient manning and hours at the gates. | would be glad to
sit down with you and explain the specifics of all of this if you care
to make an appointment to see me.

Again thanks for your comment. |
really do appreciate and read all of
them, and as | always say, | can't fix
a problem if | don't know about it so
please... keep your comments com-

ing.

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Attic storage eliminated in Pines housing area

Residents of the Pines housing area will
soon have just a little less storage space as
they were recently asked to remove all their
personal property from their attic storage
area.

A letter was sent to residents of all eight
stairwell buildings in the Pines housing
area, which is located near the Warner Con-
ference Center, May 4 requesting that they
remove all personal items from the attic by
May 31.

According to housing officials, the reason
for the change is that the storing of items in
the attic poses a safety hazard.

The issue came to light when a resident
contacted housing to put in a work order for
one of the storage areas in the attic.

After contacting the fire department, it was
discovered that no one was officially author-
ized to use the space, said Arno Schaefer,

ments, no one lives in the storage area so if
a fire were to start up there it could quickly
get out of control, housing officials said.

Many residents were issued a storage room
in the attic of these buildings when they
moved in. At the time, housing inspectors
were unaware of the regulation and were
issuing new residents rooms in the attic.

Pines resident Stephanie Towner was is-
sued an attic storage area when she moved
in six months ago. She has utilized the
space and has a full attic and basement
storage area.

“We were originally told we could move off-
post so we brought all of our stuff, and in-
stead we end up in a two-bedroom apart-
ment,” she said. “Our attic storage area is
completely full. The issue isn’t that | have to
move it, but that | don’t have anywhere to
move it to.”

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Security, enacted a new law aimed at strengthen-
ing the issuance and usage of birth certificates to
combat fraud and protect the identity of all people
born in Puerto Rico. On July 1 this law will invali-
date all birth certificates issued before July 1,
2010 by the Puerto Rico Health Department,
through its Vital Statistics Record Office. Affected
Soldiers, civilian employees and family members
will need to request issuance of a new birth cer-
tificate. It is recommended that all citizens born in
Puerto Rico but residing overseas obtain a copy
of the new birth certificate by filing out a Birth
Certificate Application form from the Puerto Rico
Vital Statistics Record office on or after July 1.

IG services as a second opinion for policy let-
ters and counseling statements. However, the
IG office will defer all legal questions to the
Judge Advocate General office.

As the eyes, ears and conscience of the com-
manding general, the IG office reports straight
to Gen. Carter F. Ham, U.S. Army Europe com-
manding general.

This may concern some Soldiers who fear repri-
sal or punishment for stepping forward with a
problem.

“The general cannot take adverse action due to
information given by the IG,” Harrer said.

“We never take sides or pass judgment.” Simp-
son added.

4-319 AFAR trains Afghan Police on safe driving

AFGHANISTAN - Driver safety is something
Americans typically take for granted, but in
the mountains of Afghanistan it can mean
the difference between life and death.

Since arriving in theater nearly six months
ago, 4" Battalion, 319" Airborne Field Artil-
lery Regiment began conducting a driver’s
training class as part of a larger effort to
build the capabilities the Afghan National
Police force. On May 4, five members of the
ANP graduated from the latest iteration of
the 4-319 AFAR’s class at Forward Operat-
ing Base Airborne.

“Safety must be the priority of every opera-
tion while driving,” 4-319 AFAR Battalion
Commander Lt. Col. David G. Sink, said
during the graduation. “Driving too fast on
the roads, driving on the wrong side of the
road and passing vehicles with oncoming
traffic not only endangers our ANP, it en-
dangers our population, and will someday
kill someone unnecessarily.”

The warning did not come unfounded. Sev-
eral civilians in nearby Logar Province were
recently struck and killed by Afghan Na-
tional Army Soldiers driving at unsafe
speeds and a number of other accidents in
the area have maimed or killed Afghan se-
curity forces and civilians alike, Sink said.

On the highly travelled roads of Wardak,
catastrophic accidents are just as frequent
as attacks on Coalition Forces, which made
the training important.

“Remember your training,” said Col. Shirzai,
Wardak ANP’s Training and Operations
officer. “The training you were given should
be used everywhere.”

Taught by one of the battalion’'s Master
Drivers, Sgt. Robert Brandt of Golf Battery,

the five-day class covered a number of top-
ics such as basic handling, driving with a
manual transmission, traffic sign recogni-
tion, vehicle checks and maintenance, and
driving in austere terrain and inclement
weather.

At the end of the course the ANP were re-
quired to pass a hands-on driving test in a
Ford Ranger pickup truck, the standard ve-
hicle for ANP in Afghanistan, to graduate
the course. All attendees passed the test.

Headquarters and Headquarters Battery

Soldiers also finished similar training with
the ANP at Forward Operating Base Shank,
with future courses planned for both Wardak
and Logar Provinces.

The ultimate goal for Task Force King is that
the ANP will begin to teach these lessons to
their own Soldiers without Coalition assis-
tance, Sink said.

“Take what you learned here and apply it
and train your other fellow officers which
were not able to attend,” Sink said in his
graduation speech.

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A successful, safe summer vacation takes planning

Each summer, millions of people take a
vacation. Some vacation alone, some with
their friends, and many take their family on
vacation.

If a summer vacation is in your future, equip
yourself with the skills and knowledge that
will contribute immensely to an enjoyable
vacation and a safe return at vacation’s end.

Vacation planning
When planning a vacation, good preparation
is vital to success. It is important that you
outline your trip from point “a” to point “b.”
This means considering everything from the
things that must be accomplished prior to
departing for vacation to the potential risks

faced during the time you are away.

Lock all doors and windows throughout the
house before departing and at the hotel
while on the road.

Unplug most electronic items especially
those that are expensive or may have valu-
able data on them.

Call and suspend your paper and mail deliv-
ery while you are gone.

Leave a radio or a low watt light on in the
house; this can be viewed as an indication
that someone is home.

Driving safety
A driving vacation can be a lot of fun, but
don’t leave safety and common sense be-
hind. Here are the basics for a safe vaca-
tion.

Before you go, remember to:
Do a TRIPS Report and discuss your travels
with your supervisor.

Check your car (battery, tires, belts and
fluids) or have it serviced if necessary.

Check your ail. If you will be towing a trailer
or boat, or driving in the desert, switch to
motor oil with higher viscosity.

Pack an emergency kit for the car that in-
cludes water, jumper cables, flares, a flash-

individual residents who have special circumstances. For in-

light, equipment to change a tire and a first
aid kit.

Fill up your gas tank at night or early in the
morning to minimize damage to the ozone
layer.

Make sure your child safety seats and
booster seats are properly installed.

On the road, remember to:
Ensure all occupants are buckled up, with
children in the back seat.

Obey speed limits and all roadway signs.

Drive calmly and avoid entanglements with
aggressive drivers.

Take frequent breaks — at least every two
hours — and avoid driving when tired.

Be especially careful around railroad cross-
ings.

Avoid driving in the "No Zone" around
trucks. If you cannot see the truck driver in
the truck’s mirror, the truck driver can’'t see
you. Slow down in work zones, obey all
signs and flaggers and pay attention to the
vehicle in front of you.

Recreation Safety
Your installation safety office and the local
Red Cross are brimming with recreation
safety tips to keep your family safe this
summer. The best thing anyone can do to
stay safe is to learn to swim.

Also, remember to swim in areas super-
vised by a lifeguard; read and obey all rules
and posted signs; if you are an inexperi-
enced swimmer, take precautions including
wearing a U.S. Coast Guard-approved per-
sonal floatation device when around the
water; be knowledgeable of the water envi-
ronment you are in; and pay attention to
local weather conditions and forecasts —
stop swimming at the first indication of bad
weather.

When boating, remember alcohol and boat-
ing never mix. Alcohol impairs your judg-
ment, balance and coordination. Use Coast
Guard-approved life jackets for yourself and
your passengers when boating and fishing.

Develop a plan before leaving the shore to
give a person details about where you will
be and how long you will be gone. This is
important because if the boat is delayed or
encounters other problems, you want help
to be able to reach you. Watch the weather,
know local weather conditions and prepare
for electrical storms. Stop boating as soon
as you see or hear a storm.

Sun Safety

Summer means fun in the sun! But be safe
— don't let a heat-related illness ruin your
day. Always drink plenty of water and take
frequent breaks when working or playing in
the hot weather and don’t forget the sun-
screen or sun block. The FDA encourages
using screens or blocks that offer the high-
est sun protection factor (SPF) values.

There are a number of activities that many
of you will be involved in this year, just re-
member by applying composite risk man-
agement to all your scheduled and un-
scheduled activities is the best way to keep
you and your Family safe.
